her husband, Edward, and the late Eric Armour.  He was also the very proud grandfather of 4

WHEREAS, A lifelong resident of the City of Pawtucket, Everett Armour, who was 6 

known as "Gus" by his family and many friends, was the son of the late James and Leona 7 

Armour, and the brother of Joan Lang.  He was a graduate of Tolman High School; and 8

Immensely proud of his Scottish Heritage, Mr. Armour loved the bagpipes 5 

and drums, competed internationally as a Drum Major, and was a member of the Mystic 6 

Highlanders, Rhode Island Highlanders, and Roger Williams University pipe bands; now, 7
