five and one-half percent (25.5%) for tax year 2001, and twenty-five percent (25%) for tax year 12 

2002 and thereafter of the federal income tax rates, including capital gains rates and any other 13 

special rates for other types of income, except as provided in § 44-30-2.7, which were in effect 14 

immediately prior to enactment of the Economic Growth and Tax Relief Reconciliation Act of 15 

2001 (EGTRRA); provided, rate schedules shall be adjusted for inflation by the tax administrator 16 

beginning in taxable year 2002 and thereafter in the manner prescribed for adjustment by the 17 

commissioner of Internal Revenue in 26 U.S.C. § 1(f). However, for tax years beginning on or 18 

after January 1, 2006, a taxpayer may elect to use the alternative flat tax rate provided in § 44-30-19 
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2.10 to calculate his or her personal income tax liability.   1 

(c) For tax years beginning on or after January 1, 2001, if a taxpayer has an alternative 2 

minimum tax for federal tax purposes, the taxpayer shall determine if he or she has a Rhode 3

multiplying the federal tentative minimum tax without allowing for the increased exemptions 5 

under the Jobs and Growth Tax Relief Reconciliation Act of 2003 (as redetermined on federal 6 

form 6251 Alternative Minimum Tax-Individuals) by twenty-five and one-half percent (25.5%) 7 

for tax year 2001, and twenty-five percent (25%) for tax year 2002 and thereafter, and comparing 8 

the product to the Rhode Island tax as computed otherwise under this section.

(E) Adjustment for inflation. - The dollar amount contained in subparagraphs 44-30-21 

2.6(c)(3)(A), 44-30-2.6(c)(3)(B) and 44-30-2.6(c)(3)(C) shall be increased annually by an amount 22 

equal to:   23 

(I) Such dollar amount contained in subparagraphs 44-30-2.6(c)(3)(A), 44-30-24 

2.6(c)(3)(B) and 44-30-2.6(c)(3)(C) adjusted for inflation using a base tax year of 2000, 25 

multiplied by;   26 

(II) The cost-of-living adjustment with a base year of 2000.   27 

(III) For the purposes of this section the cost-of-living adjustment for any calendar year is 28 

the percentage (if any) by which the consumer price index for the preceding calendar year 29 

exceeds the consumer price index for the base year. The consumer price index for any calendar 30 

year is the average of the consumer price index as of the close of the twelve (12) month period 31 

ending on August 31, of such calendar year.   32 

(IV) For the purpose of this section the term "consumer price index" means the last 33 

consumer price index for all urban consumers published by the department of labor.

(V) If any increase determined under this section is not a multiple of fifty dollars 3

(i) Credit for tax withheld. - Wages upon which tax is required to be withheld shall be 29 

taxable as if no withholding were required, but any amount of Rhode Island personal income tax 30 

actually deducted and withheld in any calendar year shall be deemed to have been paid to the tax 31 

administrator on behalf of the person from whom withheld, and the person shall be credited with 32 

having paid that amount of tax for the taxable year beginning in that calendar year. For a taxable 33 

year of less than twelve (12) months, the credit shall be made under regulations of the tax 34 
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administrator.   1 

(j) Stay Invested in RI Wavemaker Fellowship: Credit shall be allowed for stay invested 2 

in RI wavemaker fellowship program as provided in §42-64.26-1 et seq. 3 

(k) Rebuild Rhode Island: Credit shall be allowed for rebuild RI tax credit as provided in 4 

§42-64.20-1 et seq. 5 

(l) Rhode Island Qualified Jobs Incentive Program: Credit shall be allowed for Rhode 6 

Island new qualified jobs incentive program credit as provided in §44-48.3-1 et seq. 7 

(2) Except as provided in section l above, no other state and federal tax credit shall be 8 

available to the taxpayers in computing tax liability under this chapter. 9
