It is enacted by the General Assembly as follows:
SECTION 1. Sections 4-11-4 and 4-11-7 of the Gdrlemavs in Chapter 4-11 entitled
"Psittacine Birds" are hereby amended to read lasie:

4-11-4. Banding of birds imported, sold, or _given. -- All psittacine birds imported,

purchased, sold, exchanged, bartered, or given away be closed metal seamless banded with a

band identifying the breeder by whom they were bfednicrochip may be used in lieu of an

identifying band.

4-11-7. DPestruction—of birds-exposed-to-psittacesis Treatment of birds exposed to
psittacosis. -- If laboratory examinatioshows-thepresence—of psittacosis—virds,—the-ranrgin

on—hetification—ofthatfinding confirms infection with the agent that causes asitsis, the

remaining birds shall be humanely euthanized oatéek according to the most current,
