It is enacted by the General Assembly as follows:
SECTION 1. Section 44-30-2.6 of the General Law€lmapter 44-30 entitled "Personal
Income Tax" is hereby amended to read as follows:

44-30-2.6. Rhode | dand taxable income -- Rate of tax. [Effective January 1, 2011.] --

(a) "Rhode Island taxable income™" means fedekalig income as determined under the
Internal Revenue Code, 26 U.S.C. section 1 et sex.including the increase in the basic
standard deduction amount for married couplesdfijmint returns as provided in the Jobs and
Growth Tax Relief Reconciliation Act of 2003 andetlieconomic Growth and Tax Relief
Reconciliation Act of 2001 (EGTRRA), and as modifiey the maodifications in section 44-30-
12.

(b) Notwithstanding the provisions of sections €413 and 44-30-2, for tax years
beginning on or after January 1, 2001, a Rhodedsfzersonal income tax is imposed upon the
Rhode Island taxable income of residents and nimfanets, including estates and trusts, at the rate
of twenty-five and one-half percent (25.5%) for j@@ar 2001, and twenty-five percent (25%) for
tax year 2002 and thereafter of the federal inctaregates, including capital gains rates and any
other special rates for other types of income, pixas provided in section 44-30-2.7, which were
in effect immediately prior to enactment of the Bomic Growth and Tax Relief Reconciliation
Act of 2001 (EGTRRA); provided, rate schedules Isbhal adjusted for inflation by the tax
administrator beginning in taxable year 2002 andrdhfter in the manner prescribed for

adjustment by the commissioner of Internal Revanu& U.S.C. section 1(f). However, for tax
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years beginning on or after January 1, 2006, aaggempmay elect to use the alternative flat tax
rate provided in section 44-30-2.10 to calculagedniher personal income tax liability.

(c) For tax years beginning on or after JanuargQD1, if a taxpayer has an alternative
minimum tax for federal tax purposes, the taxpagfeall determine if he or she has a Rhode
Island alternative minimum tax. The Rhode Islartdraktive minimum tax shall be computed by
multiplying the federal tentative minimum tax wititoallowing for the increased exemptions
under the Jobs and Growth Tax Relief Reconciliathah of 2003 (as redetermined on federal
form 6251 Alternative Minimum Tax-Individuals) bweénty-five and one-half percent (25.5%)
for tax year 2001, and twenty-five percent (25%)téx year 2002 and thereafter, and comparing
the product to the Rhode Island tax as computeeiatbe under this section. The excess shall be
the taxpayer's Rhode Island alternative minimum tax

(1) For tax years beginning on or after Januar)5 and thereafter the exemption
amount for alternative minimum tax, for Rhode Islgourposes, shall be adjusted for inflation by
the tax administrator in the manner prescribedaijustment by the commissioner of Internal
Revenue in 26 U.S.C. section 1(f).
