WHEREAS, St. Patrick, the apostle to Ireland, destraited the courage of his spiritual
convictions by returning to the scene of his forraeslavement and single-handedly assaulting
the stronghold of Druidism; and

WHEREAS, Wielding the devotion of his faith likegaeat sword of righteousness, and
using the strength of his intellect and the powkehie passions, Saint Patrick assimilated the
ancient pagan Irish myths into a Christian messagd,in so doing, converted all of Ireland to
Christianity during his lifetime; and
