WHEREAS, Child abuse includes physical, sexual, and emotional abuse as well as 5 

neglect; and 6 

WHEREAS, Child abuse can have long-term psychological, emotional, and physical 7 

effects that have lasting consequences for victims of abuse; and 8 

WHEREAS, RI KIDS COUNT reports that in 2019, there were 2,249 indicted 9 

investigations of child abuse and neglect in Rhode Island; and 10 

WHEREAS, In 2020, the Crime Victims Compensation Program approved 181 claims 11 

for minor victims, and an additional 44 claims for minors who witnessed acts of domestic 12 

violence; and 13 

WHEREAS, Every child deserves to be loved. Every child deserves to be safe and 14 

supported. Every child deserves the opportunity to excel and thrive; and 15 

WHEREAS, Prevention remains the best defense for our children and families; and 16 

WHEREAS, Communities must make every effort to promote programs and activities 17
