It is enacted by the General Assembly as follows:
SECTION 1. Section 31-27-2.2 of the General Laws in Chapter 31-27 entitled "Motor
Vehicle Offenses" is hereby amended to read as follows:

31-27-2.2. Driving under the influence of liquor or drugs, resulting in death. -- (a)

When the death of any person other than the operator ensues as a proximate result of an injury
received by the operation of any vehicle, the operator of which is under the influence of any
intoxicating liquor, toluene, or any controlled substance as defined in chapter 28 of title 21, or
any combination of these, the person so operating the vehicle shall be guilty of "driving under the

influence of liquor or drugs, resulting in death™.

(b) Any person charged with the commission of the offense set forth in subsection (a) of

this section shall-upen-conviction-be-punished-asfellows: not be entitled to bail.
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(c) Any person charged with the commission of the offense set forth in subsection (a) of

this section shall, upon conviction, be punished by life imprisonment in any unit of the adult

correctional institutions in the discretion of the sentencing judge and by a fine of not less than ten

thousand dollars ($10,000) nor more than twenty thousand dollars ($20,000).

(d) This section shall apply to any and all violations committed on or after July 1, 2015

and any violations committed prior thereto or pending adjudication shall be subject to the prior

provisions set forth in § 31-27-2.2.

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect upon passage.

This act would make driving under the influence of liquor or drugs, resulting in death, a
non-bailable offense subject to life imprisonment and a fine of ten thousand dollars ($10,000) to
twenty thousand dollars ($20,000) for offenses committed on or after July 1, 2015.
