SECTION 1. Section 12-3-3 of the General Laws irathr 12-3 entitled "Jurisdiction
and Venue of Offenses" is hereby amended to refallaws:

12-3-3. Jurisdiction of New Shoreham wardens' court-- The wardens' court of the

town of New Shoreham shall have exclusive jurisdictand cognizance over all crimes,
offenses, and misdemeanors committed or done ariiieg within the town of New Shoreham
and the adjacent waters within the jurisdictiontlud state, punishable by fine not exceeding

twenty-detars{$20-00iwo _hundred dollars ($20@r by imprisonment not exceeding three (3)

months, and of all other criminal matters withie #town limits, which are or shall be declared

specially to be within the jurisdiction of a distror wardens' court by the laws of the state, tvhic
shall legally be brought before such wardens' ¢owith power to proceed to trial, render
judgment, pass sentence, and award a warrant éouggn of the sentence.

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect upon passage.
