It is enacted by the General Assembly as follows:
SECTION 1. Chapter 31-3 of the General Laws eutitiRegistration of Vehicles" is
hereby amended by adding thereto the followingiserct

31-3-92. Special plate for gold star families. a) The administrator of the division of

motor vehicles is empowered to make available aigbmotor vehicle registration plate for gold

star family members. For the purpose of this sactiGold star family members” are defined as a

biological parent, stepparent, adoptive parentuseosibling or child of a member of the United

States armed services who lost his or her lifeevbil active duty.

(b) A gold star family, plate may be issued for amgtor vehicle eligible for registration

as an automobile, or for any motorcycle eligible fegistration as a motorcycle, or for a

commercial vehicle having a gross weight of terufamd one pounds (10,0011bs.) or less.

(c) In addition to the registration humber and otmarkings or identification otherwise

prescribed by law, the gold star family licenselshall display a gold star and the words “gold

star family”. The design shall be reviewed and aped by the state police.

(d) The applicant shall be required to pay a sereitarge of twenty dollars ($20.00) and

a transfer charge of five dollars ($5.00) for eplzie.

(e) The applicant shall be entitled to a plate dach vehicle owned by the applicant

upon payment of an additional service charge aricdosfer charge for each vehicle.

(f) The gold star family plate shall be used incglaf, and in the same manner as the
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reqgistration plates issued to the vehicle. Theiwmaigregistration plates for the vehicle shall be

removed from the vehicle and the reqgistration fiestie for the plates shall be carried in the

vehicle in accordance with section 31-3-9. The stegiion certificate shall be in effect for the

special plate.

(g) The administrator of the division of motor velbs shall develop application forms,

pre-payment procedures and any other procedur@sederecessary to carry out the purposes of

this section. In order to be deemed complete, aicabion shall be accompanied by proof

satisfactory to the administrator that the applicam family member of the United States armed

services member who died while on active duty.s&atiory proof may include any or all of the

(2) Documentation deemed acceptable by the admaitost including, but not limited to,

a federal DD form 1300, report of casualty, whidéntifies the member of the armed services

who died while on active duty for the United Statwd

(3) Documentation indicating the applicant’s re@aghip to the service member.
