BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA:

Section 1. That § 13-16-6.4 be AMENDED:

The business manager shall give notice-efthefaet that the question-will_is to be on
the ballot ata—regularoerspecial_the primary or general election as provided by law for
school elections and prepare official ballots therefor according to the provisions of this
titlere

thereen. Approval of the question to enter into an agreement or issue capital outlay

certificates requires an affirmative vote of at least sixty percent of those voting on the

guestion.
If the question is submitted to the voters at a primary election and is not approved

by the voters, the school board may, by resolution, place the question on the ballot at the

next general election immediately following the primary election.
