FOR AN ACT ENTITLED, An Act to prohibit the State of South Dakota and its political
subdivisions from adopting and devel oping United Nations sponsored environmental and
developmental policies that would infringe or restrict the private property rights of the
owners of private property.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA:
Section 1. Neither the State of South Dakotanor any of its political subdivisions may adopt

or implement policy recommendations that deliberately or inadvertently infringe or restrict

private property rights without due process, as may be required by policy recommendations
originating in, or traceable to Agenda 21, adopted by the United Nations in 1992 at its

Conference on Environment and Development or any other international law or ancillary plan

of action that contravenesthe Constitution of the United States or the Constitution of the State

of South Dakota.

Section 2. Neither the State of South Dakota nor any of its political subdivisions may enter
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1 intoany agreement, expend any sum of money, or receive funds contracting services, or giving
2 financia aid to or from those nongovernmental and inter-governmental organizations as set

3 forthin Agenda21.
