AN ACT to amend Tennessee Code Annotated, Title 55, Chapter 12 and Title 56,
relative to motor vehicle insurance.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF TENNESSEE:

SECTION 1. Tennessee Code Annotated, Title 55, Chapter 12, Part 1, is amended by
adding the following as a new section:

An entity that employs, or contracts with, a driver who uses the driver's personal
vehicle for the delivery of the entity's goods or services, and that does not provide
automobile insurance coverage to the driver, must, at the time of hire, provide written
notification to the driver that:

(1) Requires the driver's signature;

(2) Informs the driver that the driver's automobile insurance may not cover
commercial uses; and

(3) Recommends that the driver check with the driver's insurance provider
as to whether commercial uses of the driver's personal vehicle are covered.

SECTION 2. This act takes effect upon becoming a law, the public welfare requiring it.
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
