Dresden, a position he first held from 1997 to 1999; he also worked part-time for these stations 

at various times between 1999 and 2007; and 
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 WHEREAS, in addition to his work with WCMT and WCDZ, Dave Chaffin finds time to 

lend his talents to such notable causes as Masonic Lodge #90 and the Weakley County Alliance 

for a Safe and Drug Free Tennessee; and 

 WHEREAS, Mr. Chaffin epitomizes the spirit and commitment that are characteristic of a
