Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the “Right to Habeas Cor-
pus Act”’.

SEC. 2. FINDINGS REGARDING HABEAS CORPUS RIGHTS.

Congress makes the following findings:

(1) Article 1, section 9 of the Constitution
states “The Privilege of the Writ of Habeas Corpus
shall not be suspended, unless when in Cases of Re-
bellion or Invasion the public Safety may require
it.”.

(2) Regarding the Great Writ, the Supreme
Court has noted “The writ of habeas corpus is the
fundamental instrument for safeguarding individual
freedom against arbitrary and lawless state action.”.

SEC. 3. HABEAS CORPUS RIGHTS.

Nothing in the Authorization for Use of Military
Foree (Public Law 107-40; 50 U.S.C. 1541 note) or the
National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2012
(Public Law 112-81) shall be construed to deny the avail-
ability of the writ of habeas corpus in a court ordained
or established by or under Article III of the Constitution

for any person who is detained in the United States pursu-
