(a) IN GENERAL.—Section 312 of the Congressional 3

Budget Act of 1974 is amended by adding at the end the 4

following new subsection: 5

‘‘(g) POINT OF ORDER TO REQUIRE SPENDING LIM-6

ITS WHENEVER DEBT CEILING INCREASES.—(1) Except 7

as provided by paragraph (2), it shall not be in order in 8

the House of Representatives or the Senate to consider 9

any bill or joint resolution, or amendment thereto or con-10

ference report thereon, that increases the statutory limit 11

on the public debt unless such bill, joint resolution, 12

amendment, or conference report, as the case may be, in-13

cludes limits on the total level of discretionary spending 14

and on the total level of direct spending for each of 10 15

consecutive fiscal years beginning with the first fiscal year 16

in which the increase in the statutory limit on the public 17

debt would occur. 18

‘‘(2) Paragraph (1) shall not apply to any measure 19

that increases the statutory limit on the public debt if stat-20

utory limits on the total level of discretionary spending 21

and on the total level of direct spending for each of 10 22

consecutive fiscal years beginning with the first fiscal year 23

in which the increase in the statutory limit on the public 24

debt would occur are in place.’’. 25
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(b) CONFORMING AMENDMENT.—Subsections (c)(1) 1

and (d)(2) of section 904 of the Congressional Budget Act 2

of 1974 are each amended by inserting ‘‘312(g),’’ after 3

‘‘310(d)(2),’’. 4

SEC. 3. REPEAL OF GEPHARDT RULE. 5
