1 Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,

SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the “Delivering for Rural
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SEC. 2. COMMODITY SUPPLEMENTAL FOOD PROGRAM DE-

LIVERY PILOT PROGRAM.

The Agriculture and Consumer Protection Act of
1973 (7 U.S.C. 612¢ note) is amended by inserting after
section 5 the following:

“SEC. 5A. COMMODITY SUPPLEMENTAL FOOD PROGRAM
DELIVERY PILOT PROGRAM.

“(a) PURPOSE.—The purposes of this section are—

“(1) to award grants for the operation of
projects that increase the access of low-income elder-
ly persons to commodities through home delivery;
and

“(2) to evaluate such projects.

“(b) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary shall award, on
a competitive basis, grants to State agencies to carry out
the activities deseribed in subsection (e).

“(e¢) MAXIMUM GRANT AWARD.—A grant awarded to
a State agency under this section may be in an amount
not greater than the lesser of—

“(1) the State’s commodity supplemental food
program caseload at time of application multiplied
by 60; or

“(2) $4,000,000.

“(d) APPLICATION.—A State agency seeking a grant

under this section shall submit to the Secretary an appli-

cation at such time, in such manner, and containing such

information as the Secretary may require.

“(e) GRANT USES.—A State agency awarded a grant
under this section shall distribute erant funds to eligible
entities to operate projects that facilitate home delivery
of commodities to participants in the commodity supple-
mental food program, including with respect to costs asso-
ciated with—

“(1) transportation and distribution of com-
modities to participants in the commodity supple-
mental food program, including transportation and
distribution services provided by a third party;

“(2) staffing required to operate home delivery
services; and

“(3) outreach to participants or potential par-
ticipants in the commodity supplemental food pro-
oram with respect to home delivery.

“(f) PRIORITY.—A State agency awarded a grant
under this section shall prioritize eligible entities that
serve participants in the commodity supplemental food
program who reside in a rural area.

“(¢) REPORT TO THE SECRETARY.—No later than
180 days after the end of the fiscal year in which a State
agency 1s awarded a grant under this section and has dis-

tributed grant funds to eligible entities, and in each suc-
