Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled, 2

That the following sums are appropriated, out of any 3

money in the Treasury not otherwise appropriated, for the 4

Departments of Labor, Health and Human Services, and 5

Education, and related agencies for the fiscal year ending 6

September 30, 2017, and for other purposes, namely: 7

TITLE I 8

DEPARTMENT OF LABOR 9

EMPLOYMENT AND TRAINING ADMINISTRATION 10

TRAINING AND EMPLOYMENT SERVICES 11

For necessary expenses of the Workforce Innovation 12

and Opportunity Act (referred to in this Act as ‘‘WIOA’’), 13

and the Second Chance Act of 2007, $3,177,115,000, plus 14

reimbursements, shall be available. Of the amounts pro-15

vided: 16

(1) for grants to States for adult employment 17

and training activities, youth activities, and dis-18

located worker employment and training activities, 19

$2,729,832,000 as follows: 20

(A) $815,556,000 for adult employment 21

and training activities, of which $103,556,000 22

shall be available for the period July 1, 2017 23

through June 30, 2018, and of which 24
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$712,000,000 shall be available for the period 1

October 1, 2017 through June 30, 2018; 2

(B) $873,416,000 for youth activities, 3

which shall be available for the period April 1, 4

2017 through June 30, 2018; and 5

(C) $1,040,860,000 for dislocated worker 6

employment and training activities, of which 7

$180,860,000 shall be available for the period 8

July 1, 2017 through June 30, 2018, and of 9

which $860,000,000 shall be available for the 10

period October 1, 2017 through June 30, 2018: 11

Provided, That the funds available for allotment to 12

outlying areas to carry out subtitle B of title I of the 13

WIOA shall not be subject to the requirements of 14

section 127(b)(1)(B)(ii) of such Act; and 15

(2) for national programs, $447,283,000 as fol-16

lows: 17

(A) $120,000,000 for the dislocated work-18

ers assistance national reserve, which shall be 19

available for the period October 1, 2016 20

through September 30, 2018: Provided, That 21

funds provided to carry out section 22

132(a)(2)(A) of the WIOA may be used to pro-23

vide assistance to a State for statewide or local 24

use in order to address cases where there have 25
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been worker dislocations across multiple sectors 1

or across multiple local areas and such workers 2

remain dislocated; coordinate the State work-3

force development plan with emerging economic 4

development needs; and train such eligible dis-5

located workers: Provided further, That, of the 6

funds provided under this subparagraph, 7

$20,000,000 shall be made available for appli-8

cations submitted in accordance with section 9

170 of the WIOA for training and employment 10

assistance for workers dislocated from coal 11

mines and coal-fired power plants; 12

(B) $52,000,000 for Native American pro-13

grams under section 166 of the WIOA, which 14

shall be available for the period April 1, 2017 15

through June 30, 2018; 16

(C) $81,896,000 for migrant and seasonal 17

farmworker programs under section 167 of the 18

WIOA, including $75,885,000 for formula 19

grants (of which not less than 70 percent shall 20

be for employment and training services), 21

$5,517,000 for migrant and seasonal housing 22

(of which not less than 70 percent shall be for 23

permanent housing), and $494,000 for other 24

discretionary purposes, which shall be available 25
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for the period April 1, 2017 through June 30, 1

2018: Provided, That notwithstanding any 2

other provision of law or related regulation, the 3

Department of Labor shall take no action lim-4

iting the number or proportion of eligible par-5

ticipants receiving related assistance services or 6

discouraging grantees from providing such serv-7

ices; 8

(D) $84,534,000 for YouthBuild activities 9

as described in section 171 of the WIOA, which 10

shall be available for the period April 1, 2017 11

through June 30, 2018; 12

(E) $14,775,000 for technical assistance 13

activities under section 168 of the WIOA, which 14

shall be available for the period July 1, 2017 15

through June 30, 2018; 16

(F) $88,078,000 for ex-offender activities, 17

under the authority of section 169 of the WIOA 18

and section 212 of the Second Chance Act of 19

2007, which shall be available for the period 20

April 1, 2017 through June 30, 2018: Provided, 21

That of this amount, $30,000,000 shall be for 22

competitive grants to national and regional 23

intermediaries for activities that prepare young 24

ex-offenders and school dropouts for employ-25
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ment, with a priority for projects serving high- 1

crime, high-poverty areas; 2

(G) $6,000,000 for the Workforce Data 3

Quality Initiative, under the authority of section 4

169 of the WIOA, which shall be available for 5

the period July 1, 2017 through June 30, 6

2018. 7

JOB CORPS 8

(INCLUDING TRANSFER OF FUNDS) 9

To carry out subtitle C of title I of the WIOA, includ-10

ing Federal administrative expenses, the purchase and 11

hire of passenger motor vehicles, the construction, alter-12

ation, and repairs of buildings and other facilities, and the 13

purchase of real property for training centers as author-14

ized by the WIOA, $1,700,330,000, plus reimbursements, 15

as follows: 16

(1) $1,583,000,000 for Job Corps Operations, 17

which shall be available for the period July 1, 2017 18

through June 30, 2018; 19

(2) $85,000,000 for construction, rehabilitation 20

and acquisition of Job Corps Centers, which shall be 21

available for the period July 1, 2017 through June 22

30, 2020, and which may include the acquisition, 23

maintenance, and repair of major items of equip-24

(3) $32,330,000 for necessary expenses of Job 11

Corps, which shall be available for obligation for the 12

period October 1, 2016 through September 30, 13

2017: 14

Provided, That no funds from any other appropriation 15

shall be used to provide meal services at or for Job Corps 16

centers. 17

which shall be available for the period April 1, 2017 22

through June 30, 2018, and may be recaptured and reobli-23

gated in accordance with section 517(c) of the OAA.

eral obligation through December 31, 2017, and for 21

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and funds used for unemployment insurance work-1

ality Act and related laws, of which $48,666,000 24

shall be available for the Federal administration of 25

for grants to States for the administration of such 2

(6) $67,653,000 from the General Fund is to 4

provide workforce information, national electronic 5

tools, and one-stop system building under the Wag-6

ner-Peyser Act and shall be available for Federal ob-7

ligation for the period July 1, 2017 through June 8

30, 2018: 9

Provided, That to the extent that the Average Weekly In-10

sured Unemployment (‘‘AWIU’’) for fiscal year 2017 is 11

projected by the Department of Labor to exceed 12

2,453,000, an additional $28,600,000 from the Trust 13

Fund shall be available for obligation for every 100,000 14

increase in the AWIU level (including a pro rata amount 15

for any increment less than 100,000) to carry out title 16

III of the Social Security Act: Provided further, That 17

funds appropriated in this Act that are allotted to a State 18

to carry out activities under title III of the Social Security 19

Act may be used by such State to assist other States in 20

carrying out activities under such title III if the other 21

States include areas that have suffered a major disaster 22

tablish a national one-stop career center system, or which 10

are used to support the national activities of the Federal- 11

State unemployment insurance, employment service, or 12

immigration programs, may be obligated in contracts, 13

grants, or agreements with States and non-State entities: 14

Provided further, That States awarded competitive grants 15

for improved operations under title III of the Social Secu-16

rity Act, or awarded grants to support the national activi-17

ties of the Federal-State unemployment insurance system, 18

may award subgrants to other States under such grants, 19

subject to the conditions applicable to the grants: Provided 20

further, That funds appropriated under this Act for activi-21

utilize such sums, in accordance with the provisions of 29 17

to exceed an additional $9,200,000 shall be available 23

through September 30, 2018, for obligation for adminis-24

trative expenses for every 20,000 additional terminated 25

ficiary: Provided further, That balances of reimbursements 7

unobligated on September 30, 2016, shall remain available 8

until expended for the payment of compensation, benefits, 9

and expenses: Provided further, That in addition there 10

shall be transferred to this appropriation from the Postal 11

Service and from any other corporation or instrumentality 12

ers’ Compensation Act, provide as part of such notice and 12

claim, such identifying information (including Social Secu-13

rity account number) as such regulations may prescribe. 14

For necessary expenses for the Occupational Safety 7

and Health Administration, $534,442,000, including not 8

to exceed $102,000,000 which shall be the maximum 9

amount available for grants to States under section 23(g) 10

of the Occupational Safety and Health Act (the ‘‘Act’’), 11

which grants shall be no less than 50 percent of the costs 12

of State occupational safety and health programs required 13

to be incurred under plans approved by the Secretary 14

under section 18 of the Act; and, in addition, notwith-15

standing 31 U.S.C. 3302, the Occupational Safety and 16

Health Administration may retain up to $499,000 per fis-17

cal year of training institute course tuition and fees, other-18

wise authorized by law to be collected, and may utilize 19

such sums for occupational safety and health training and 20

education: Provided, That notwithstanding 31 U.S.C. 21

3302, the Secretary is authorized, during the fiscal year 22

ending September 30, 2017, to collect and retain fees for 23

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lature or legislative body, except in presentation to the 1

(b) No part of any appropriation contained in this 8

Act or transferred pursuant to section 4002 of Public Law 9

111–148 shall be used to pay the salary or expenses of 10

any grant or contract recipient, or agent acting for such 11

recipient, related to any activity designed to influence the 12

enactment of legislation, appropriations, regulation, ad-13

ministrative action, or Executive order proposed or pend-14

ing before the Congress or any State government, State 15

legislature or local legislature or legislative body, other 16

than for normal and recognized executive-legislative rela-17

tionships or participation by an agency or officer of a 18

State, local or tribal government in policymaking and ad-19

ministrative processes within the executive branch of that 20

government. 21

(c) The prohibitions in subsections (a) and (b) shall 22

include any activity to advocate or promote any proposed, 23

pending or future Federal, State or local tax increase, or 24

any proposed, pending, or future requirement or restric-25
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tion on any legal consumer product, including its sale or 1

marketing, including but not limited to the advocacy or 2

promotion of gun control. 3

SEC. 504. The Secretaries of Labor and Education 4

are authorized to make available not to exceed $28,000 5

and $20,000, respectively, from funds available for sala-6

ries and expenses under titles I and III, respectively, for 7

official reception and representation expenses; the Direc-8

tor of the Federal Mediation and Conciliation Service is 9

authorized to make available for official reception and rep-10

resentation expenses not to exceed $5,000 from the funds 11

(d)(1) None of the funds made available in this Act 19

may be made available to a Federal agency or program, 20

or to a State or local government, if such agency, program, 21

or government subjects any institutional or individual 22

health care entity to discrimination on the basis that the 23

health care entity does not provide, pay for, provide cov-24

erage of, or refer for abortions. 25
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(2) In this subsection, the term ‘‘health care entity’’ 1

includes an individual physician or other health care pro-2

fessional, a hospital, a provider-sponsored organization, a 3

health maintenance organization, a health insurance plan, 4

or any other kind of health care facility, organization, or 5

plan. 6

SEC. 508. (a) None of the funds made available in 7

this Act may be used for— 8

(1) the creation of a human embryo or embryos 9

for research purposes; or 10

(2) research in which a human embryo or em-11

bryos are destroyed, discarded, or knowingly sub-12

jected to risk of injury or death greater than that 13

allowed for research on fetuses in utero under 45 14

CFR 46.204(b) and section 498(b) of the Public 15

Health Service Act (42 U.S.C. 289g(b)). 16

(b) For purposes of this section, the term ‘‘human 17

embryo or embryos’’ includes any organism, not protected 18

as a human subject under 45 CFR 46 as of the date of 19

the enactment of this Act, that is derived by fertilization, 20

parthenogenesis, cloning, or any other means from one or 21

more human gametes or human diploid cells. 22

SEC. 509. (a) None of the funds made available in 23

this Act may be used for any activity that promotes the 24

legalization of any drug or other substance included in 25
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schedule I of the schedules of controlled substances estab-1

lished under section 202 of the Controlled Substances Act 2

except for normal and recognized executive-congressional 3

communications. 4

(b) The limitation in subsection (a) shall not apply 5

when there is significant medical evidence of a therapeutic 6

advantage to the use of such drug or other substance or 7

that federally sponsored clinical trials are being conducted 8

to determine therapeutic advantage. 9

SEC. 510. None of the funds made available in this 10

Act may be used to promulgate or adopt any final stand-11

ard under section 1173(b) of the Social Security Act pro-12

viding for, or providing for the assignment of, a unique 13

health identifier for an individual (except in an individ-14

ual’s capacity as an employer or a health care provider), 15

until legislation is enacted specifically approving the 16

standard. 17

SEC. 511. None of the funds made available in this 18

Act may be obligated or expended to enter into or renew 19

a contract with an entity if— 20

(1) such entity is otherwise a contractor with 21

the United States and is subject to the requirement 22

in 38 U.S.C. 4212(d) regarding submission of an 23

annual report to the Secretary of Labor concerning 24

employment of certain veterans; and 25

None of the funds made available under 15

this or any other Act, or any prior Appropriations Act, 16

may be provided to the Association of Community Organi-17

zations for Reform Now (ACORN), or any of its affiliates, 18

subsidiaries, allied organizations, or successors. 19

SEC. 523. For purposes of carrying out Executive 20

Order 13589, Office of Management and Budget Memo-21

randum M–12–12 dated May 11, 2012, and requirements 22

contained in the annual appropriations bills relating to 23

conference attendance and expenditures: 24
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(1) the operating divisions of HHS shall be con-1

sidered independent agencies; and 2

(2) attendance at and support for scientific con-3

ferences shall be tabulated separately from and not 4

included in agency totals. 5

SEC. 524. Federal agencies funded under this Act 6

shall clearly state within the text, audio, or video used for 7

advertising or educational purposes, including emails or 8

Internet postings, that the communication is printed, pub-9

lished, or produced and disseminated at U.S. taxpayer ex-10

pense.

(1) As Thomas Jefferson declared to New Lon-8

don Methodists in 1809, ‘‘[n]o provision in our Con-9

stitution ought to be dearer to man than that which 10

protects the rights of conscience against the enter-11

prises of the civil authority’’. 12

(2) Jefferson’s conviction on respect for con-13

science is deeply embedded in the history and tradi-14

tions of our Nation, and codified in numerous Fed-15

eral laws approved by congressional majorities and 16

Presidents of both parties, including in the Public 17

Health Service Act; the United States Leadership 18

Against HIV/AIDS, Tuberculosis, and Malaria Act; 19

the Religious Freedom Restoration Act; long-20

standing provisions on respect for conscience rights 21

in the Federal Employees Health Benefits Program 22

and District of Columbia appropriations; and laws to 23

protect individuals from being forced to participate 24

in Federal executions or prosecutions. 25
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(3) Following enactment of the Patient Protec-1

tion and Affordable Care Act (Public Law 111–148, 2

in this section referred to as ‘‘PPACA’’), the Fed-3

eral Government has sought to impose specific re-4

quirements that infringe on the rights of conscience 5

of those who offer or purchase health coverage. 6

(4) While PPACA provides an exemption for 7

some religious groups that object to participation in 8

health insurance generally, and exempts millions of 9

Americans from most of the Act’s provisions, includ-10

ing the preventive services mandate, it fails to pro-11

vide statutory protection for those seeking to offer 12

and purchase health coverage who have a religious 13

or moral objection only to specific items or services. 14

(5) Nurses and other health care providers have 15

increasingly been subjected to discrimination for 16

abiding by their conscience rather than providing, 17

paying for, or referring for abortion. 18

(6) Conscience rights protections for health care 19

providers are an important part of civil rights pro-20

tections in Federal law and are indispensable to the 21

continued viability of the health care system in the 22

United States. The increasingly significant discrimi-23

nation suffered by faith-based nonprofit health care 24

providers risks undermining access to high-quality 25
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compassionate care for some of the most vulnerable 1

populations in our country. 2

(c) APPLYING LONGSTANDING POLICY ON CON-3

SCIENCE RIGHTS TO THE AFFORDABLE CARE ACT.— 4

(1) IN GENERAL.—Title I of the Patient Pro-5

tection and Affordable Care Act (Public Law 111– 6

148) is amended— 7

(A) by redesignating the second section 8

1563 (relating to conforming amendments and 9

as redesignated by section 10107(b)(1) of the 10

Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act) as 11

section 1564; 12

(B) by redesignating the third section 13

1563 (relating to the Sense of the Senate pro-14

moting fiscal responsibility) as section 1565; 15

and 16

(C) by adding at the end the following new 17

section: 18

‘‘SEC. 1566. RESPECTING CONSCIENCE RIGHTS IN HEALTH 19

CARE COVERAGE. 20

‘‘(a) IN GENERAL.—Notwithstanding any other pro-21

vision of this title, no provision of this title (and no amend-22

ment made by any such provision) shall— 23

‘‘(1) require an individual to purchase indi-24

vidual health insurance coverage that includes cov-25
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erage of an abortion or other item or service to 1

which such individual has a moral or religious objec-2

tion, or prevent an issuer from offering or issuing, 3

to such individual, individual health insurance cov-4

erage that excludes such item or service; 5

‘‘(2) require a sponsor (or, in the case of health 6

insurance coverage offered to students through an 7

institution of higher education, the institution of 8

higher education offering such coverage) to sponsor, 9

purchase, or provide any health benefits coverage or 10

group health plan that includes coverage of an abor-11

tion or other item or service to which such sponsor 12

or institution, respectively, has a moral or religious 13

objection, or prevent an issuer from offering or 14

issuing to such sponsor or institution, respectively, 15

health insurance coverage that excludes such item or 16

service; 17

‘‘(3) require an issuer of health insurance cov-18

erage or the sponsor of a group health plan to in-19

clude, in any such coverage or plan, coverage of an 20

abortion or other item or service to which such 21

issuer or sponsor has a moral or religious objection; 22

or 23

‘‘(4) authorize the imposition of a tax, penalty, 24

fee, fine, or other sanction, or the imposition of cov-25
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erage of the item or service to which there is a moral 1

or religious objection, in relation to health insurance 2

coverage or a group health plan that excludes an 3

item or service pursuant to this section. 4

‘‘(b) RESTRICTION ON CONTRARY GOVERNMENTAL 5

ACTION.—No provision in this title (or amendment made 6

by such provision) or law, regulation, guideline or other 7

governmental action that implements such provision or 8

amendment, or derives its authority therefrom, shall be 9

given legal effect to the extent that it violates this section. 10

‘‘(c) NO EFFECT ON OTHER LAWS.—Nothing in this 11

section shall be construed to preempt, modify, or otherwise 12

have any effect on— 13

‘‘(1) the Civil Rights Act of 1964; 14

‘‘(2) the Americans with Disabilities Act of 15

1990; 16

‘‘(3) the Pregnancy Discrimination Act of 1978; 17

‘‘(4) the Mental Health Parity Act of 1996; or 18

‘‘(5) any other State or Federal law, other than 19

a provision in this title (or an amendment made by 20

such provision) or a law, regulation, guideline or 21

other governmental action that implements such pro-22

vision or amendment or derives its authority there-23

from. 24
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‘‘(d) AGGREGATE ACTUARIAL VALUE.—Nothing in 1

this section shall be construed to prohibit the Secretary 2

from issuing regulations or other guidance to ensure that 3

health insurance coverage or group health plans excluding 4

abortion or other items or services under this section shall 5

have an aggregate actuarial value at least equivalent to 6

that of health insurance coverage or group health plans 7

at the same level of coverage that do not exclude such 8

items or services. 9

‘‘(e) CONTINUED APPLICATION OF NONDISCRIMINA-10

TION RULES.—Nothing in this section shall be construed 11

to permit a health insurance issuer, group health plan, or 12

other health care provider to act in a manner inconsistent 13

with subparagraph (B) or (D) of section 1302(b)(4).’’. 14

(2) CLERICAL AMENDMENT.—The table of con-15

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(d) NONDISCRIMINATION FOR HEALTH CARE PRO-1

VIDERS.—Section 245 of the Public Health Service Act 2

(1) and (2) to read as follows: 21

‘‘(1) The term ‘financial assistance’, with re-22

spect to a government program, means governmental 23

payments to cover the cost of health care services or 24

benefits, or other Federal payments, grants, or loans 25
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to promote or otherwise facilitate health-related ac-1

tivities. 2

‘‘(2) The term ‘health care entity’ includes an 3

individual physician or other health professional, a 4

postgraduate physician training program, a partici-5

pant in a program of training in the health profes-6

sions, a hospital, a provider-sponsored organization 7

as defined in section 1855(d) of the Social Security 8

Act, a health maintenance organization, an account-9

able care organization, an issuer of health insurance 10

coverage, any other kind of health care facility, orga-11

nization, or plan, and an entity that provides or au-12

thorizes referrals for health care services.’’; 13

(5) by adding at the end of subsection (c) the 14

following new paragraph: 15

‘‘(4) The term ‘State or local government that 16

receives Federal financial assistance’ includes any 17

agency or other governmental unit of a State or 18

local government if such government receives Fed-19

eral financial assistance.’’; 20

(6) by redesignating subsection (c) as sub-21

section (d); and 22

(7) by inserting after subsection (b) the fol-23

lowing new subsection: 24
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‘‘(c) ADMINISTRATION.—The Secretary shall des-1

ignate the Director of the Office for Civil Rights of the 2

Department of Health and Human Services— 3

‘‘(1) to receive complaints alleging a violation of 4

this section, section 1566 of the Patient Protection 5

and Affordable Care Act, or any of subsections (b) 6

through (e) of section 401 of the Health Programs 7

Extension Act of 1973; and 8

‘‘(2) to pursue the investigation of such com-9

plaints, in coordination with the Attorney General.’’. 10

(e) REMEDIES FOR VIOLATIONS OF FEDERAL CON-11

SCIENCE LAWS.—Title II of the Public Health Service Act 12

(42 U.S.C. 202 et seq.) is amended by inserting after sec-13

tion 245 the following: 14

‘‘SEC. 245A. CIVIL ACTION FOR CERTAIN VIOLATIONS. 15

‘‘(a) IN GENERAL.—A qualified party may, in a civil 16

action, obtain appropriate relief with regard to a des-17

ignated violation. 18

‘‘(b) DEFINITIONS.—In this section— 19

‘‘(1) the term ‘qualified party’ means— 20

‘‘(A) the Attorney General; or 21

‘‘(B) any person or entity adversely af-22

fected by the designated violation; and 23

‘‘(2) the term ‘designated violation’ means an 24

actual or threatened violation of section 245 of this 25
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Act, section 1566 of the Patient Protection and Af-1

fordable Care Act, or any of subsections (b) through 2

(e) of section 401 of the Health Programs Extension 3

Act of 1973. 4

‘‘(c) ADMINISTRATIVE REMEDIES NOT REQUIRED.— 5

An action under this section may be commenced, and relief 6

may be granted, without regard to whether the party com-7

mencing the action has sought or exhausted available ad-8

ministrative remedies. 9

‘‘(d) DEFENDANTS IN ACTIONS UNDER THIS SEC-10

TION MAY INCLUDE GOVERNMENTAL ENTITIES AS WELL 11

AS OTHERS.— 12

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—An action under this sec-13

tion may be maintained against, among others, a 14

party that is a Federal or State governmental entity. 15

Relief in an action under this section may include 16

money damages even if the defendant is such a gov-17

ernmental entity. 18

‘‘(2) DEFINITION.—For the purposes of this 19

subsection, the term ‘State governmental entity’ 20

means a State, a local government within a State, 21

or any agency or other governmental unit or author-22

ity of a State or of such a local government. 23

‘‘(e) NATURE OF RELIEF.—The court shall grant— 24
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‘‘(1) all necessary equitable and legal relief, in-1

cluding, where appropriate, declaratory relief and 2

compensatory damages, to prevent the occurrence, 3

continuance, or repetition of the designated violation 4

and to compensate for losses resulting from the des-5

ignated violation; and 6

‘‘(2) to a prevailing plaintiff, reasonable attor-7

neys’ fees and litigation expenses as part of the 8

costs.’’. 9

SEC. 534. Any funds made available by this Act or 10

any other Act may be used by a health care delivery sys-11

tem that furnishes services predominantly through facili-12

ties of the Federal Government for payment for or delivery 13

of in vitro fertilization treatments only if such treatments 14

do not result in the discarding or destruction of viable 15

human embryos before embryo transfer. 16
