To amend title 49, United States Code, to extend authoriza-

tions for the airport improvement program, to amend 

the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 to extend the funding 

and expenditure authority of the Airport and Airway 

Trust Fund, and for other purposes. 

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled, 2

2024, the Administrator of the Federal Aviation Adminis-6

tration shall— 7

(1) first calculate such funding apportionments 8

on an annualized basis as if the total amount avail-9

able under section 48103 of such title for fiscal year 10

2024 was $3,350,000,000; and 11

(2) then reduce by 56 percent— 12

(A) all funding apportionment amounts 13

calculated under paragraph (1); and 14

(B) amounts made available pursuant to 15

subsections (b) and (f)(2) of section 47117 of 16

such title. 17
