SECTION 1. INTERSTATE HIGHWAY VEHICLE WEIGHT LIM-3

ITS IN MAINE AND VERMONT. 4

Section 127(a)(11) of title 23, United States Code, 5

is amended to read as follows: 6

‘‘(11)(A) With respect to all portions of the 7

Interstate Highway System in the State of Maine, 8

laws (including regulations) of that State concerning 9
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vehicle weight limitations applicable to other State 1

highways shall be applicable in lieu of the require-2

ments under this subsection. 3

‘‘(B) With respect to all portions of the Inter-4

state Highway System in the State of Vermont, laws 5

(including regulations) of that State concerning vehi-6

cle weight limitations applicable to other State high-7

ways shall be applicable in lieu of the requirements 8

under this subsection.’’. 9
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
