62A-4a-1002. Definitions.

As used in this part:

(1) (a) Except as provided in Subsection (1)(b), "severe type of child abuse or neglect"

(1) if committed by a person 18 years of age or older:
(A) chronic abuse;

(B) severe abuse;

(C) sexual abuse;

(D) sexual exploitation;

(E) abandonment;

(F) chronic neglect; or

(G) severe neglect; or

(i1) if committed by a person under the age of 18:
(A) serious physical injury, as defined in [Subsectron76=5-109¢(1)] Section 76-5-109.5,

to another child which indicates a significant risk to other children; or

(B) sexual behavior with or upon another child which indicates a significant risk to

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(b) "Severe type of child abuse or neglect" does not include:

(i) the use of reasonable and necessary physical restraint or force by an educator in
accordance with Subsection 53A-11-802(2) or Section 76-2-401;

(i1) a person's conduct that:

(A) is justified under Section 76-2-401; or

(B) constitutes the use of reasonable and necessary physical restraint or force in
self-defense or otherwise appropriate to the circumstances to obtain possession of a weapon or
other dangerous object in the possession or under the control of a child or to protect the child or
another person from physical injury; or

(iii) a health care decision made for a child by the child's parent or guardian, unless,
subject to Subsection 62A-4a-1004(2), the state or other party to the proceeding shows, by
clear and convincing evidence, that the health care decision is not reasonable and informed.

(2) "Significant risk" means a risk of harm that is determined to be significant in
accordance with risk assessment tools and rules established by the division that focus on:

(a) age;

(b) social factors;

(c) emotional factors;

(d) sexual factors;

(e) intellectual factors;

(f) family risk factors; and

(g) other related considerations.

Section 2. Section 76-1-301 is amended to read:

76-1-301. Offenses for which prosecution may be commenced at any time.

(1) As used in this section:

(a) "Aggravating offense" means any offense incident to which a homicide was
committed as described in Subsection 76-5-202(1)(d) or (e) or Subsection 76-5-202(2).

(b) "Predicate offense" means an offense described in Section 76-5-203(1) if a person
other than a party as defined in Section 76-2-202 was killed in the course of the commission,
attempted commission, or immediate flight from the commission or attempted commission of
the offense.

Section 3. Section 76-1-302 is amended to read:

76-1-302. Time limitations for prosecution of offenses -- Provisions if DNA
evidence would identify the defendant -- Commencement of prosecution.

(1) Except as otherwise provided, a prosecution for:

(a) afelony or negligent homicide shall be commenced within four years after it is
committed, except that prosecution for:

(i) forcible sexual abuse shall be commenced within eight years after the offense is
committed, if within four years after its commission the offense is reported to a law

enforcement agency; [and]

(i1) aggravated child abuse and child torture shall be commenced no later than within
one year after a law enforcement agency determines a failure to report the offense as a violation
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of Section 76-5-109.5; and

[tD] (ii1) incest shall be commenced within eight years after the offense is committed,

if within four years after its commission the offense is reported to a law enforcement agency;

(b) a misdemeanor other than negligent homicide shall be commenced within two years
after it is committed; and

(b) "Habitual violent offender" means a person convicted within the state of any violent
felony and who on at least two previous occasions has been convicted of a violent felony and
committed to either prison in Utah or an equivalent correctional institution of another state or
of the United States either at initial sentencing or after revocation of probation.

(c) "Violent felony" means:

(i) any of the following offenses, or any attempt, solicitation, or conspiracy to commit
any of the following offenses punishable as a felony:

(A) aggravated arson, arson, knowingly causing a catastrophe, and criminal mischief,
Title 76, Chapter 6, Part 1, Property Destruction;

(b) second degree felony is as if the conviction were for a first degree felony; or

(c) first degree felony remains the penalty for a first degree penalty except:

(i) the convicted person is not eligible for probation; and

(i1) the Board of Pardons and Parole shall consider that the convicted person is a
habitual violent offender as an aggravating factor in determining the length of incarceration.

(3) (a) The prosecuting attorney, or grand jury if an indictment is returned, shall
provide notice in the information or indictment that the defendant is subject to punishment as a
habitual violent offender under this section. Notice shall include the case number, court, and
date of conviction or commitment of any case relied upon by the prosecution.

(b) (i) The defendant shall serve notice in writing upon the prosecutor if the defendant
intends to deny that:

(A) the defendant is the person who was convicted or committed;

(B) the defendant was represented by counsel or had waived counsel; or

(C) the defendant's plea was understandingly or voluntarily entered.

(i1) The notice of denial shall be served not later than five days prior to trial and shall
state in detail the defendant's contention regarding the previous conviction and commitment.

(4) (a) If the defendant enters a denial under Subsection (3)(b) and if the case is tried to
a jury, the jury may not be told until after it returns its verdict on the underlying felony charge,
of the:

If the
conviction and commitment occurred prior to January 1, 1970, the burden is on the prosecution
to establish by a preponderance of the evidence that the defendant was then represented by
counsel or had lawfully waived the right to have counsel present, and that the defendant's plea
was understandingly and voluntarily entered.

(e) If the trier of fact finds this section applicable, the court shall enter that specific
finding on the record and shall indicate in the order of judgment and commitment that the
defendant has been found by the trier of fact to be a habitual violent offender and is sentenced
under this section.

(a) if the child abuse is done recklessly under [Subseetion] Section 76-5-109[(2)tb)];

(b) if the child abuse is done with criminal negligence under [Subsection] Section
76-5-109[2)te)]; or

(c) if, under circumstances not amounting to the type of child abuse homicide
described in Subsection (1)(a), the child abuse is done intentionally, knowingly, recklessly, or
with criminal negligence, under [Subsectiont] Section 76-5-109[3)ta)(b),or(e)].

(2) Child abuse homicide as described in Subsection (1)(a) is a first degree felony.

(3) Child abuse homicide as described in Subsections (1)(b) and (c) is a second degree
