63G-31-101. Definitions.
As used in this chapter:

(1) "Political subdivision" means:

(a) a county;

(b) a municipality;

(c) a special district;

(d) a special service district;

(e) an interlocal entity;

(f) a community reinvestment agency;

(2) a local building authority; or

(h) a conservation district.

(2) "State agency" means a department, division, board, council, committee, institution,

office, bureau, or other similar administrative unit of the executive branch of state government.

Section 2. Section 63G-31-102 is enacted to read:
63G-31-102. State agency contact information.

(1) Each state agency or political subdivision shall post contact information on the state

agency's or political subdivision's website in a manner that:

(a) is easily identifiable and accessible on the homepage of the website; and

(b) identifies an employee for each function, public service, duty, or role of the state

agency or political subdivision, including the employee's name, title, email address, and direct

phone number.

Section 3. Effective date.
This bill takes effect on May 1, 2024.
