» modifies provisions relating to limitations on Authority board members; and

» provides for a portion of sales tax revenue generated from point of the mountain

state land to be paid to the Authority.

Section 1. Section 11-59-102 is amended to read:

11-59-102. Definitions.

As used in this chapter:

(1) "Authority" means the Point of the Mountain State Land Authority, created in
Section 11-59-201.

(2) "Board" means the authority's board, created in Section 11-59-301.

(3) "Development":

(a) means the construction, reconstruction, modification, expansion, or improvement of
a building, utility, infrastructure, landscape, parking lot, park, trail, recreational amenity, or
other facility, including:

(1) the demolition or preservation or repurposing of a building, infrastructure, or other
facility;

(i1) surveying, testing, locating existing utilities and other infrastructure, and other

preliminary site work; and
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(ii1) any associated planning, design, engineering, and related activities; and

(b) includes all activities associated with:

(1) marketing and business recruiting activities and efforts;

(i1) leasing, or selling or otherwise disposing of, all or any part of the point of the
mountain state land; and

(i11) planning and funding for mass transit infrastructure to service the point of the
mountain state land.

(4) "Facilities division" means the Division of Facilities Construction and

Management, created in Section 63A-5b-301.

(5) "New correctional facility" means the state correctional facility being developed in

Salt Lake City to replace the state correctional facility in Draper.

(6) "Point of the mountain state land" means:

(a) the approximately 700 acres of state-owned land in Draper, including land used for

the operation of a state correctional facility until completion of the new correctional facility and

state-owned land in the vicinity of the current state correctional facility[-]; and

(b) any land, in addition to the land described in Subsection (6)(a), that:

(1) the authority acquires; and

(11) is contiguous to the land described in Subsection (6)(a).

(7) "Public entity" means:

(a) the state, including each department, division, or other agency of the state; or

(b) a county, city, town, metro township, school district, special district, special service

district, interlocal cooperation entity, community reinvestment agency, or other political
subdivision of the state, including the authority.

(8) "Publicly owned infrastructure and improvements":

(a) means infrastructure, improvements, facilities, or buildings that:

(1) benefit the public; and

(i1) (A) are owned by a public entity or a utility; or

(B) are publicly maintained or operated by a public entity; and

(b) includes:

(1) facilities, lines, or systems that provide:

(A) water, chilled water, or steam; or
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(B) sewer, storm drainage, natural gas, electricity, energy storage, renewable energy,
microgrids, or telecommunications service;

(i1) streets, roads, curb, gutter, sidewalk, walkways, solid waste facilities, parking
facilities, and public transportation facilities; and

(ii1) greenspace, parks, trails, recreational amenities, or other similar facilities.

(1) As used in this section:

(a) "Designated individual" means an individual:

(C) whose legislative district includes some or all of the point of the mountain state
land; or

(5) A designated individual who submits a written statement under Subsection
(3)(a)(i1) or (b) may not serve or continue to serve as a board member unless at least two-thirds
of all other board members conclude that the designated individual's service as a board member

does not and will not create a material conflict of interest impairing the ability of the
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designated individual to exercise fair and impartial judgment as a board member and to act in
the best interests of the authority.

(6) (a) The board may not allow a firm, company, or other entity to participate in
planning, managing, or implementing the development of the point of the mountain state land
if a board member or a family member of a board member owns an interest in, is directly
affiliated with, or is an employee or officer of the firm, company, or other entity.

(b) Before allowing a firm, company, or other entity to participate in planning,
managing, or implementing the development of the point of the mountain state land, the board
may require the firm, company, or other entity to certify that no board member or family
member of a board member owns an interest in, is directly affiliated with, or is an employee or
officer of the firm, company, or other entity.

Part 6. Authority Bonds

11-59-601. Resolution authorizing issuance of authority bonds -- Characteristics

of bonds -- Notice.

(1) The authority may not issue bonds under this part unless the board first:

(a) adopts a parameters resolution, as defined in Section 63C-25-101, for the bonds;

and

(b) submits the parameters resolution for review and recommendation to the State

Finance Review Commission created in Section 63C-25-201.

(2) (a) As provided in the authority resolution authorizing the issuance of bonds under

this part or the trust indenture under which the bonds are issued, bonds issued under this part

may be issued in one or more series and may be sold at public or private sale and in the manner

provided in the resolution or indenture.

(b) Bonds issued under this part shall bear the date, be payable at the time, bear interest

at the rate, be in the denomination and in the form, carry the conversion or registration

privileges, have the rank or priority, be executed in the manner, be subject to the terms of

redemption or tender, with or without premium, be payable in the medium of payment and at

the place, and have other characteristics as provided in the authority resolution authorizing the

1ssuance of the bonds or the trust indenture under which the bonds are issued.

(i1) alocal tax equal to the sum of the tax rates a county, city, or town imposes on the
transaction under this chapter other than this part.

(c) Except as provided in Subsection (2)(f) or (g), a state tax and a local tax are
imposed on amounts paid or charged for food and food ingredients equal to the sum of:

(1) a state tax imposed on the amounts paid or charged for food and food ingredients at
a tax rate of 1.75%; and

(i1) alocal tax equal to the sum of the tax rates a county, city, or town imposes on the
amounts paid or charged for food and food ingredients under this chapter other than this part.

(d) Except as provided in Subsection (2)(f) or (g), a state tax is imposed on amounts
paid or charged for fuel to a common carrier that is a railroad for use in a locomotive engine at
a rate of 4.85%.

(e) (1) (A) If a shared vehicle owner certifies to the commission, on a form prescribed
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by the commission, that the shared vehicle is an individual-owned shared vehicle, a tax
imposed under Subsection (2)(a)(i)(A) does not apply to car sharing, a car-sharing program, a
shared vehicle driver, or a shared vehicle owner.

(B) A shared vehicle owner's certification described in Subsection (2)(e)(1)(A) is
required once during the time that the shared vehicle owner owns the shared vehicle.

(C) The commission shall verify that a shared vehicle is an individual-owned shared
vehicle by verifying that the applicable Utah taxes imposed under this chapter were paid on the
purchase of the shared vehicle.

(D) The exception under Subsection (2)(e)(i)(A) applies to a certified
individual-owned shared vehicle shared through a car-sharing program even if non-certified
shared vehicles are also available to be shared through the same car-sharing program.

(ii1) (A) A car-sharing program may rely in good faith on a shared vehicle owner's
representation that the shared vehicle is an individual-owned shared vehicle certified with the
commission as described in Subsection (2)(e)(i).

(B) If a car-sharing program relies in good faith on a shared vehicle owner's
representation that the shared vehicle is an individual-owned shared vehicle certified with the
commission as described in Subsection (2)(e)(i), the car-sharing program is not liable for any
tax, penalty, fee, or other sanction imposed on the shared vehicle owner.

(iv) If all shared vehicles shared through a car-sharing program are certified as
described in Subsection (2)(e)(i)(A) for a tax period, the car-sharing program has no obligation
to collect and remit the tax under Subsection (2)(a)(i)(A) for that tax period.

(v) [(A)] A car-sharing program is not required to list or otherwise identify an
individual-owned shared vehicle on a return or an attachment to a return.

(vi) A car-sharing program shall:

(A) retain tax information for each car-sharing program transaction; and

(B) provide the information described in Subsection (2)(e)(vi)(A) to the commission at
the commission's request.

(f) (1) For a bundled transaction that is attributable to food and food ingredients and
tangible personal property other than food and food ingredients, a state tax and a local tax is

(Bb) the tax rate the state imposes in accordance with Part 20, Supplemental State
Sales and Use Tax Act, if the location of the transaction as determined under Sections
59-12-211 through 59-12-215 is in a city, town, or the unincorporated area of a county in which
the state imposes the tax under Part 20, Supplemental State Sales and Use Tax Act; and

(B) alocal tax imposed on the entire bundled transaction at the sum of the tax rates
described in Subsection (2)(a)(i1).

(i1) If an optional computer software maintenance contract is a bundled transaction that
consists of taxable and nontaxable products that are not separately itemized on an invoice or
similar billing document, the purchase of the optional computer software maintenance contract
is 40% taxable under this chapter and 60% nontaxable under this chapter.

(ii1) Subject to Subsection (2)(f)(iv), for a bundled transaction other than a bundled
transaction described in Subsection (2)(f)(i) or (ii):

(A) if the sales price of the bundled transaction is attributable to tangible personal
property, a product, or a service that is subject to taxation under this chapter and tangible
personal property, a product, or service that is not subject to taxation under this chapter, the
entire bundled transaction is subject to taxation under this chapter unless:

(D the seller is able to identify by reasonable and verifiable standards the tangible
personal property, product, or service that is not subject to taxation under this chapter from the
books and records the seller keeps in the seller's regular course of business; or

(IT) state or federal law provides otherwise; or

(B) if the sales price of a bundled transaction is attributable to two or more items of
tangible personal property, products, or services that are subject to taxation under this chapter
at different rates, the entire bundled transaction is subject to taxation under this chapter at the
higher tax rate unless:

(D the seller is able to identify by reasonable and verifiable standards the tangible
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personal property, product, or service that is subject to taxation under this chapter at the lower
tax rate from the books and records the seller keeps in the seller's regular course of business; or

(II) state or federal law provides otherwise.

(iv) For purposes of Subsection (2)(f)(iii), books and records that a seller keeps in the
seller's regular course of business includes books and records the seller keeps in the regular
course of business for nontax purposes.

(g) (1) Except as otherwise provided in this chapter and subject to Subsections (2)(g)(ii)
and (ii1), if a transaction consists of the sale, lease, or rental of tangible personal property, a
product, or a service that is subject to taxation under this chapter, and the sale, lease, or rental
of tangible personal property, other property, a product, or a service that is not subject to
taxation under this chapter, the entire transaction is subject to taxation under this chapter unless
the seller, at the time of the transaction:

(A) separately states the portion of the transaction that is not subject to taxation under
this chapter on an invoice, bill of sale, or similar document provided to the purchaser; or

(B) is able to identify by reasonable and verifiable standards, from the books and
records the seller keeps in the seller's regular course of business, the portion of the transaction
that is not subject to taxation under this chapter.

(i1) A purchaser and a seller may correct the taxability of a transaction if:

different rates, the entire purchase is subject to taxation under this chapter at the higher tax rate
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unless the seller, at the time of the transaction:

(A) separately states the items subject to taxation under this chapter at each of the
different rates on an invoice, bill of sale, or similar document provided to the purchaser; or

(B) is able to identify by reasonable and verifiable standards the tangible personal
property, product, or service that is subject to taxation under this chapter at the lower tax rate
from the books and records the seller keeps in the seller's regular course of business.

(i) For purposes of Subsection (2)(h)(i), books and records that a seller keeps in the
seller's regular course of business includes books and records the seller keeps in the regular
course of business for nontax purposes.

(1) Subject to Subsections (2)(j) and (k), a tax rate repeal or tax rate change for a tax
rate imposed under the following shall take effect on the first day of a calendar quarter:

(1) Subsection (2)(a)(i)(A);

(i1) Subsection (2)(b)(1);

(i11) Subsection (2)(c)(i); or

(iv) Subsection (2)(H)(1)(A)(D).

(j) (1) A tax rate increase takes effect on the first day of the first billing period that
begins on or after the effective date of the tax rate increase if the billing period for the
transaction begins before the effective date of a tax rate increase imposed under:

(A) Subsection (2)(a)(1)(A);

(B) Subsection (2)(b)(1);

(C) Subsection (2)(c)(i); or

(D) Subsection (2)(H)(1)(A)(D).

(i1) The repeal of a tax or a tax rate decrease applies to a billing period if the billing
statement for the billing period is rendered on or after the effective date of the repeal of the tax
or the tax rate decrease imposed under:

(A) Subsection (2)(a)(i)(A);

(B) Subsection (2)(b)(i);

(C) Subsection (2)(c)(i); or

(D) Subsection (2)(H)(1)(A)().

(k) (1) For a tax rate described in Subsection (2)(k)(ii), if a tax due on a catalogue sale

is computed on the basis of sales and use tax rates published in the catalogue, a tax rate repeal
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or change in a tax rate takes effect:

(A) on the first day of a calendar quarter; and

(B) beginning 60 days after the effective date of the tax rate repeal or tax rate change.

(i1) Subsection (2)(k)(1) applies to the tax rates described in the following:

(A) Subsection (2)(a)(1)(A);

(i1) the cost of employing a civil engineer to oversee any project authorized by Title 73,
Chapter 26, Bear River Development Act;

(i11) the cost of employing a civil engineer to oversee the Lake Powell Pipeline project
authorized by Title 73, Chapter 28, Lake Powell Pipeline Development Act; and

(iv) other uses authorized under Sections 73-10-24, 73-10-25.1, and 73-10-30, and
Subsection (4)(e)(ii) after funding the uses specified in Subsections (5)(d)(i) through (iii).

(e) After making the transfers required by Subsections (5)(b) and (c), 15% of the
remaining difference described in Subsection (5)(a) shall be deposited each year into the Water
Rights Restricted Account created by Section 73-2-1.6.

(6) Notwithstanding Subsection (3)(a) and for taxes listed under Subsection (3)(a),
each fiscal year, the commission shall deposit into the Water Infrastructure Restricted Account
created in Section 73-10g-103 the amount of revenue generated by a 1/16% tax rate on the
transactions described in Subsection (1) for the fiscal year.

(7) (a) Notwithstanding Subsection (3)(a) and subject to Subsection (7)(b), for a fiscal
year beginning on or after July 1, 2023, the commission shall deposit into the Transportation
Investment Fund of 2005 created by Section 72-2-124 a portion of the taxes listed under
Subsection (3)(a) equal to 17% of the revenue collected from the following sales and use taxes:
