Statement of purpose of bill as introduced: This bill proposes to create a Paid

Family Leave Insurance Program within the Departments of Labor and Taxes

that will be funded by contributions from employers and employees. The bill

also proposes to amend Vermont’s existing Parental and Family Leave Act to

make it applicable to additional employers and to clarify certain provisions.

(c) Secs. 8, 9, 10, and 11 shall take effect on October 1, 2020.
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(d)(1) Contributions shall begin being paid pursuant to 21 V.S.A. §§ 573

and 574 on April 1, 2020, and, beginning on October 1, 2020, employees may

begin to receive benefits pursuant to 21 V.S.A. chapter 5, subchapter 13.

(2) An employer that is subject to a collective bargaining agreement shall

not be required to pay contributions or be subject to the provisions of 21 V.S.A.

chapter 5, subchapter 13 until either the effective date of the next collective

bargaining agreement after April 1, 2020, or the effective date of a supplement

to or provision of an existing collective bargaining agreement that specifically

addresses the provisions of 21 V.S.A. chapter 5, subchapter 13, in order to

permit the employer and the collective bargaining representative to negotiate

regarding the employer and employee shares of the contribution rate or

whether the employer will provide benefits through an alternative plan

established pursuant to 21 V.S.A. § 577.
