Statement of purpose of bill as introduced:  This bill proposes to amend certain 6 

civil process fees of sheriffs’ departments.  7 

An act relating to certain civil process fees of sheriffs’ departments  8 

It is hereby enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Vermont:  9 

Sec. 1.  32 V.S.A. § 1591 is amended to read: 10 

§ 1591.  SHERIFFS AND OTHER OFFICERS 11 

There shall be paid to sheriffs’ departments and constables in civil causes 12 

and to sheriffs, deputy sheriffs, and constables for the transportation and care 13 

of prisoners, juveniles, and patients with a mental condition or psychiatric 14 

disability the following fees: 15 

(1)  Civil process: 16 

(A)  For serving each process, the fees shall be as follows: 17 

(i)  $10.00 for each reading or copy wherein the officer is directed 18 

to make an arrest; 19 
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(ii) $50.00 $65.00 upon presentation of each return of service for 1 

the service of papers relating to divorce, annulments, separations, or support 2 

complaints; 3 

(iii) $50.00 $65.00 upon presentation of each return of service for 4 

the service of papers relating to civil suits except as provided in subdivisions 5 

(1)(A)(ii) and (1)(A)(vii) of this section; 6 

(iv) $50.00 $65.00 upon presentation of each return of service for 7 

the service of a subpoena and shall be limited to that one fee for each return of 8 

service; 9
