Sec. 1. 7 V.S.A. 8591 is added to read:

§591. SALE OF ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES TO MINORS;

COMPLIANCE CHECKS

The Division of Liguor Control shall perform compliance checks of each

first-, second-, third-, and fourth-class licensee to determine whether the

licensee is complying with section 589 of this chapter. Each licensee shall be

subject to a compliance check at minimum once every two years of licensure.

Sec. 2. APPROPRIATION
