Subject: Education; postsecondary education; in-state tuition  5 

Statement of purpose of bill as introduced:  This bill proposes to prohibit the 6 

Vermont State Colleges Corporation’s policies regarding residency for tuition 7 

purposes from discriminating or excluding a person based solely on the 8 

person’s immigration status if the person would otherwise qualify for and meet 9 

requirements for Vermont residency for tuition purposes.  This bill also 10 

proposes to require the Vermont Student Assistance Corporation to make state-11 

funded financial aid available to all persons who meet the Corporation’s 12 

definition of resident, regardless of the person’s immigration status.   13 

An act relating to in-state tuition eligibility for the Vermont State Colleges 14 

System and financial aid eligibility for Vermont Student Assistance 15 

Corporation programs 16 

It is hereby enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Vermont:  17 

Sec. 1.  16 V.S.A. § 2185 is amended to read: 18 

§ 2185.  DETERMINATION OF RESIDENCY FOR TUITION PURPOSES 19 

(a)  The Board of Trustees shall adopt policies related to residency for 20 

tuition purposes, consistent with State and federal requirements.  Any policies 21 
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adopted by the Board shall not discriminate against or exclude a person based 1 

solely on the person’s immigration status, or lack thereof, if such person would 2 

otherwise qualify for and meet requirements for Vermont residency for tuition 3 

purposes as set forth by the Board and as permitted under federal law. 4 

(b)  Any member of the U.S. Armed Forces on active duty who is 5 

transferred to Vermont for duty other than for the purpose of education shall, 6 

upon transfer and for the period of active duty served in Vermont, be 7 

considered a resident for in-state tuition purposes at the start of the next 8 

semester or academic period. 9 

(c)  For determination of residency for tuition to the Community College of 10 

Vermont, a person who resides in Vermont shall be considered a resident for 11 

in-state tuition purposes, beginning at the start of the next semester or 12 

academic period after arrival in Vermont, if that person: 13 

(1)  qualifies as a refugee pursuant to 8 U.S.C. § 1101(a)(42); 14 

(2)  is granted parole to enter the United States pursuant to 8 U.S.C. 15 

§ 1182(d)(5); or 16 

(3)  is issued a special immigrant visa pursuant to the Afghan Allies 17 

Protection Act of 2009, as amended. 18 

(d)  The spouse and dependent child of any person who is a member of the 19 

U.S. Armed Forces and stationed in this State pursuant to military orders shall 20 

be entitled to be considered, upon taking up a residence in the State, a resident 21 
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for in-state tuition purposes at the start of the next semester or academic 1 

period.  The spouse or dependent child shall not lose classification as an in-2 

state student if the spouse or dependent child continues to reside in the State 3 

and the member of the U.S. Armed Forces is transferred on military orders or 4 

retires.  The spouse or dependent child shall lose this classification as an in-5 

state student under this subsection if the spouse or dependent child no longer 6 

resides in the State and shall regain this classification upon again taking up a 7 

residency in the State only if the member of the U.S. Armed Forces is stationed 8 

in this State pursuant to military orders.  9 

Sec. 2.  16 V.S.A. § 2828 is added to read: 10 

§ 2828.  FINANCIAL AID ELIGIBILITY FOR CERTAIN STUDENTS 11 

(a)  For purposes of this chapter, any state-funded financial aid shall be 12 

available to all persons who are a “resident,” as defined by the Corporation, 13 

regardless of the person’s immigration status, or lack thereof.  Nothing in this 14 

subsection shall be construed to preempt federal law.  15 

(b)  Calculations of need-based financial aid made by the Corporation shall 16 

consider a student’s eligibility or lack of eligibility for federal financial aid. 17 

(c)  The Corporation shall establish procedures and forms that enable 18 

students who meet the requirements of subsection (a) of this section to apply 19 

for, and participate in, all student financial aid programs administered by the 20 

Corporation to the full extent permitted by federal law. 21 
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(d)  The Corporation shall adopt rules pursuant to 3 V.S.A. chapter 25 as 1 

necessary to carry out the provisions of this section. 2

This act shall take effect on July 1, 2025. 4
