Subject: Probate; decedents’ estates  5 

Statement of purpose of bill as introduced:  This bill proposes to modernize 6 

and restructure Vermont law regarding decedents’ estates. 7 

An act relating to decedents’ estates 8 

It is hereby enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Vermont:  9 

Sec. 1.  14 V.S.A. chapter 1 is amended to read: 10 

CHAPTER 1.  WILLS 11 

§ 1.  WHO MAY MAKE 12 

A person of age and sound mind may devise, bequeath and dispose of his 13 

estate, real and personal, and of any right or interest which he has in any real or 14 

personal estate, by his last will and testament, and the word “person” shall 15 

include a married woman.  Every individual 18 years of age or over who is of 16 

sound mind may make a will in writing. 17 
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§ 2.  DEPOSIT OF WILL FOR SAFEKEEPING; DELIVERY; FINAL  1 

        DISPOSITION   2 

(a)  A testator may deposit a A will may be deposited for safekeeping in the 3 

Probate Division of the Superior Court for the district in which the testator 4 

resides on the payment to the Court of the applicable fee required by 32 V.S.A. 5 

§ 1434(a)(17).  The register shall give to the testator a certificate of deposit 6 

receipt, shall safely keep each will so deposited, and shall keep an index of the 7 

wills so deposited. 8 

(b)  Each will so deposited shall be inclosed enclosed in a sealed wrapper 9 

having inscribed thereon envelope on which is written the name and residence 10 

address of the testator, the day when and the person by whom it was deposited, 11 

names and the wrapper may also have indorsed thereon the name addresses of 12 

the person to whom executors named in the will is to be delivered after the 13 

death of the testator.  The wrapper will shall not be opened until it is delivered 14 

to a person entitled to receive it or until otherwise disposed of as hereinafter 15 

provided by the court. 16 

(c)  During the life of the testator, that will shall be delivered only to the 17 

testator, or in accordance with the testator’s order in writing duly 18 

acknowledged or otherwise proved by oath to the satisfaction of a subscribing 19 

witness the court, but the testator’s duly authorized legal guardian or 20 

attorney-in-fact may at any time inspect and copy the will in the presence of 21 
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the judge or register.  After the death of the testator it shall be delivered on 1 

demand to the person named in the indorsement. 2 

(d)  If the will is not called for by the person named in the indorsement, it 3 

shall be publicly opened at a time to be appointed by the Court as soon as may 4 

be after notice of the testator’s death.  If a petition to open a decedent’s estate 5 

is filed in a district other than where the will has been kept, the will shall be 6 

delivered to the executor therein named or to the person whose name is 7 

indorsed on the wrapper or shall be filed in the other Court, as the Court may 8 

order.  [Repealed.] 9 

(e)  Except as provided herein in this section, wills deposited for 10 

safekeeping or any index of wills so deposited are not open to public 11 

inspection during the life of the testator.  12 

§ 3.  AFTER ACQUIRED REAL ESTATE MAY PASS BY WILL MAY  13 

        PASS ALL PROPERTY AND AFTER-ACQUIRED PROPERTY 14 

Real estate acquired after making a will shall pass thereby as if the testator 15 

had possessed it at the time of making the will, if it appears by the will that 16 

such was his or her intention.  A will may provide for the passage of all 17 

property the testator owns at death and all property acquired by the estate after 18 

the testator’s death. 19 
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§ 4.  WHOLE INTEREST TO PASS; EXCEPTION 1 

A devise of land in a will shall convey all the estate which the devisor could 2 

devise in such lands, unless it clearly appears by the will that he or she 3 

intended to convey a less estate.  [Repealed.] 4 

§ 5.  EXECUTION OF WILL; REQUISITES 5 

Except such nuncupative wills as are hereinafter mentioned, a will shall not 6 

pass any real or personal estate, or charge or affect the same, unless it is A will 7 

shall be: 8 

(1)  in writing and; 9 

(2)  signed in the presence of two or more credible witnesses by the 10 

testator, or by in the testator’s name written by some other person in the 11 

testator’s presence and by the testator’s express direction,; and 12 

(3)  attested and subscribed by two or more credible the witnesses in the 13 

presence of the testator and of each other.  14 

§ 6.  NUNCUPATIVE WILL 15 

A nuncupative will shall not pass personal estate when the estate thereby 16 

bequeathed exceeds the value of $200.00, nor shall such will be proved and 17 

allowed, unless a memorandum thereof is made in writing by a person present 18 

at the time of making such will, within six days from the making of it, nor 19 

unless it is presented for probate within six months from the death of the 20 

testator.  [Repealed.] 21 
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§ 7.  HOW MADE BY SOLDIER OR SAILOR; MILITARY WILL 1 

(a)  The provisions of this chapter shall not prevent a soldier a person in 2 

actual active military service, or a mariner or seaman at sea, from disposing of 3 

his or her wages or other personal estate as he or she might otherwise have 4 

done. 5 

(b)  Notwithstanding any other provision of law, a military will prepared 6 

and executed in compliance with, and containing a provision stating that the 7 

will is prepared pursuant to, 10 U.S.C. § 1044d shall be deemed to be legally 8 

executed and shall be of the same force and effect as if executed in the mode 9 

prescribed by the laws of this state State.  10 

§ 8.  SUBSEQUENT INCOMPETENCY OF WITNESSES 11 

If the witnesses attesting the execution of a will are competent at the time of 12 

attesting, their becoming subsequently incompetent shall not prevent the 13 

probate and allowance of the will.  [Repealed.] 14 

§ 10.  DEVISE OR LEGACY TO WITNESS 15 

If a person, other than an heir at law, attests the execution of a will whereby 16 

he or she or his wife or her husband is given a beneficial devise, legacy or 17 

interest in or affecting real or personal estate, such devise, legacy or interest 18 

shall be void so far only as concerns such person or his wife or her husband or 19 

one claiming under such person, husband or wife, unless there are three other 20 

competent witnesses to such will.  Such person so attesting shall be admitted as 21 
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a witness as if such devise, legacy or interest had not been made or given.  A 1 

mere charge on the real or personal estate of the testator for the payment of 2 

debts shall not prevent his creditors from being competent witnesses to his 3 

will.  Any beneficial devise or legacy made or given in a will to a subscribing 4 

witness to the will or to the spouse of a subscribing witness shall be voidable 5 

unless there are two other competent, subscribing witnesses to the will. 6 

Notwithstanding this section, a provision in the will for payment of a debt shall 7 

not be void or disqualify the creditor as a witness to the will. 8 

§ 11.  HOW REVOKED 9 

A will shall not be revoked, except by implication of law, otherwise than by 10 

some will, codicil or other writing, executed as provided in case of wills; or by 11 

burning, tearing, canceling or obliterating the same, with the intention of 12 

revoking it, by the testator himself, or by some person in his or her presence 13 

and by his or her express direction. 14 

(a)(1)  A will is revoked: 15 

(A)  by executing a subsequent will that revokes the previous will 16 

expressly or by inconsistency; or 17 

(B)  by performing a revocatory act on the will, if the testator 18 

performed the act with the intent and for the purpose of revoking the will or 19 

part or if another individual performed the act in the testator’s conscious 20 

presence and by the testator’s direction.   21 
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(2)  As used in this subsection, “revocatory act on the will” includes 1 

burning, tearing, canceling, obliterating, or destroying the will or any part of it.  2 

A burning, tearing, or canceling is a “revocatory act on the will,” whether or 3 

not the burn, tear, or cancellation touched any of the words on the will. 4 

(b)  The testator is presumed to have intended a subsequent will to replace 5 

rather than supplement a previous will if the subsequent will makes a complete 6 

disposition of the testator’s estate.  If this presumption arises and is not 7 

rebutted by clear and convincing evidence, the previous will is revoked and 8 

only the subsequent will is operative on the testator’s death. 9 

(c)  The testator is presumed to have intended a subsequent will to 10 

supplement rather than replace a previous will if the subsequent will does not 11 

make a complete disposition of the testator’s estate.  If this presumption arises 12 

and is not rebutted by clear and convincing evidence, the subsequent will 13 

revokes the previous will only to the extent the subsequent will is inconsistent 14 

with the previous will, and each will is fully operative on the testator’s death to 15 

the extent they are not inconsistent. 16 

Sec. 2.  14 V.S.A. chapter 3 is amended to read: 17 

CHAPTER 3.  PROBATE AND PROCEDURE FOR 18 

CONSTRUCTION OF WILL 19 

§ 101.  WILL NOT EFFECTIVE UNTIL ALLOWED 20 

A will shall not pass either real or personal estate unless it is proved and To 21 

be effective a will must be allowed in the probate division of the superior court 22 
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Probate Division of the Superior Court, or by appeal in the superior or supreme 1 

court Civil Division of the Superior Court or the Supreme Court.  2 

§ 102.  ALLOWANCE CONCLUSIVE AS TO EXECUTION 3 

The allowance of a will of real or personal estate shall be conclusive as to 4 

its due execution and validity. 5 

§ 103.  CUSTODIAN OF WILL TO DELIVER 6 

If a person has the custody of a will, within 30 days after learning of the 7 

death of the testator, the custodian shall deliver the will to a probate division of 8 

the superior court the Probate Division of the Superior Court where venue lies 9 

or to the executor named in the will.  10 

§ 104.  EXECUTOR TO PRESENT WILL AND ACCEPT OR REFUSE  11 

            TRUST 12 

(a)  A person named executor in a will and who has knowledge thereof shall 13 

file a death certificate and petition to open the decedent’s estate in the probate 14 

division of the superior court Probate Division of the Superior Court where 15 

venue lies with reasonable promptness.  16 

(b)  If the person so named learns of the nomination prior to the testator’s 17 

death, the petition shall be filed within 30 days of learning of the death.  If 18 

learned after the testator’s death, the petition shall be filed within 30 days of 19 

learning of being named executor.  The person shall notify the court in the 20 

petition, or in another writing if a petition has been previously filed, whether 21 
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the appointment as executor will be accepted by that person.  A petition to 1 

open an estate need not be filed when no assets require probate administration.  2 

The named executor may file with the court an original death certificate and 3 

will without filing a petition to open an estate by notifying the court that no 4 

assets appear to require probate administration.   5 

§ 105.  PENALTY 6 

Unless he or she gives a satisfactory excuse to the probate division of the 7 

superior court a person who neglects a duty required in sections 103 and 104 of 8 

this title shall forfeit $10.00 for each month he or she so neglects after the 9 

30 days mentioned therein, to be recovered with costs in an action on this 10 

statute by any person having an interest in the will.  [Repealed.] 11 

§ 106.  PERSON RETAINING WILL MAY BE COMMITTED DUTY OF  12 

            CUSTODIAN OF WILL; LIABILITY 13 

If, after the death of the testator, a person having the custody of a will 14 

neglects without reasonable cause to deliver the same to a probate division of 15 

the superior court where venue lies, after order by the court and failure to 16 

deliver it, the court may issue a warrant committing the person to the custody 17 

of the commissioner of corrections until compliance is given. 18 

(a)  After the death of a testator and on request of an interested person, a 19 

person having custody of a will of the testator shall deliver it with reasonable 20 

promptness to an appropriate court.  A person who intentionally refuses or fails 21 
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to deliver a will after being ordered to do so by the court in a proceeding 1 

brought for the purpose of compelling delivery may be subject to proceedings 2 

for civil contempt under 12 V.S.A. § 122.  3 

(b)  A person who suffers damages as a result of another person’s 4 

intentional failure to deliver a will shall have an action in Superior Court for 5 

damages and injunctive relief.  6 

§ 107.  COURT TO SCHEDULE HEARING ON ALLOWANCE OF WILL;  7 

            CUSTODY OF PROPERTY 8 

(a)  When a will is delivered to a probate division of the superior court 9 

accompanied by a petition to commence a probate proceeding, the court shall 10 

schedule a hearing and notice shall be given as provided by the rules of probate 11 

procedure.  If consents are filed by all the heirs at law and surviving spouse, a 12 

will may be allowed without hearing.  If consents are not obtained, the court 13 

shall schedule a hearing and notice shall be given as provided by the Rules of 14 

Probate Procedure. 15 

(b)  Objections to allowance of the will must be filed in writing no less than 16 

three business days prior to the hearing.  In the event that no timely objections 17 

are filed, the will may be allowed without hearing if it meets criteria set out in 18 

section 108 of this title. 19 

(c)  After delivery of the will to the court, the The person named as executor 20 

in a the will shall have power after delivery of the will to the court, and 21 
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pending allowance thereof, to assume custody of the estate for its preservation, 1 

unless or until a special or other administrator is appointed and qualifies.  2 

§ 108.  HOW PROVED, WHEN UNCONTESTED SELF-PROVED WILLS 3 

If a person does not appear to contest the allowance of a will at the time 4 

appointed, the court may allow the will on the testimony of only one of the 5 

subscribing witnesses, if the witness testifies that the will was executed as 6 

provided in chapter 1 of this title.  If the allowance of the instrument is 7 

consented to in writing by the surviving spouse of the deceased, if any, and by 8 

all the heirs at law and next of kin, it may be allowed without testimony.  A 9 

will may be self-proved as to its execution, by the sworn acknowledgement of 10 

the testator and the witnesses, made before a notary public or other official 11 

authorized to administer oaths in the place of execution in the following 12 

circumstances: 13 

(1)  The testator signed the instruction as the testator’s will or expressly 14 

directed another to sign for the testator in the presence of two witnesses. 15 

(2)  The signing was the testator’s free and voluntary act for the purposes 16 

expressed in the will. 17 

(3)  Each witness signed at the request of the testator, in the testator’s 18 

presence, and in the presence of the other witness. 19 
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(4)  To the best knowledge of each witness at the time of the signing, the 1 

testator was at least 18 years of age and was of sound mind and under no 2 

constraint or undue influence. 3 

§ 109.  WHEN WITNESS DOES NOT RESIDE IN STATE 4 

If none of the subscribing witnesses resides in the state at the time of the 5 

death of the testator, the court may admit the testimony of other witnesses to 6 

prove the sanity of the testator and the execution of the will although the 7 

subscribing witnesses are living.  As evidence of the execution of the will, such 8 

court may admit proof of the handwriting of the testator and of the subscribing 9 

witnesses in cases where the names of such witnesses are subscribed to a 10 

certificate stating that the will was executed as provided in chapter 1 of this 11 

title.  [Repealed.] 12 

§ 110.  ABSENCE OF WITNESS, PROOF 13 

When it appears to the court that a will cannot be proven as otherwise 14 

provided by law, because one or more or all of the subscribing witnesses to the 15 

will, at the time the will is offered for probate, are serving in or present with 16 

the armed forces of the United States or its allies or as merchant seamen, or by 17 

reason of such service are dead or mentally or physically are unavailable or 18 

incapable of testifying or otherwise unavailable, the court may admit the will 19 

to probate upon the testimony in person or by deposition affidavit of at least 20 

two one credible disinterested witnesses witness that the signature to the will is 21 
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in the handwriting of the person whose will it purports to be, or upon other 1 

sufficient proof of such the handwriting, and the will on its face complies with 2 

other legal requirements.  The foregoing provision This section shall not 3 

preclude the court, in its discretion, from requiring in addition the additional 4 

testimony in person or by deposition of any available subscribing witness or 5 

proof of such other pertinent facts and circumstances as that the court may 6 

deem deems necessary to admit the will to probate. 7 

§ 111.  NOTICE TO BENEFICIARIES 8 

Within 30 days after the allowance of a will containing a devise or a 9 

bequest, the court shall mail, postage paid, a written notice thereof to each 10 

beneficiary, devisee, or legatee named in the will.  11 

§ 112.  WILLS MADE OUT OF STATE 12 

(a)  A last will and testament executed without this state State in the mode 13 

prescribed by the law, either of the place where executed or of the testator’s 14 

domicile, shall be deemed to be legally executed and shall be of the same force 15 

and effect as if executed in the mode prescribed by the laws of this state State, 16 

provided that such last will and testament is in writing and subscribed by the 17 

testator. 18 

(b)  When a will is allowed pursuant to subsection (a) of this section, the 19 

Probate Division of Superior Court shall grant letters testamentary or letters of 20 

administration with the will annexed, and such letters shall extend to all the 21 
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estate of the testator in this State.  After the payment of enforcement debts and 1 

expenses of administration, the estate shall be disposed of according to the will 2 

so far as the will may operate upon it, and the residue shall be disposed of as is 3 

provided in case of estates in this State belonging to persons who are residents 4 

of another state or country. 5 

§ 113.  WILLS ALLOWED OUT OF STATE—GENERALLY 6 

A will allowed in any other state, or in a foreign country, according to the 7 

laws of that state or country, may be the subject of ancillary administration in 8 

the probate division of the superior court Probate Division of the Superior 9 

Court.  10 

§ 114.  PETITION AND HEARING ON 11 

(a)  When a will has been allowed in any other state or country, as provided 12 

in section 113 of this title, an executor or other person interested may file a 13 

petition for ancillary administration.  The petition shall contain: 14 

(1)  A a duly authenticated copy of the decedent’s will and the allowance 15 

thereof (where probate is required by the laws of such state or country); or 16 

(2)  A a duly authenticated certificate of the legal custodian of such 17 

original will that the same is a true copy and that such will has become 18 

operative by the laws of such state or country (where probate is not required by 19 

the laws of such state or country); or 20 
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(3)  A a copy of a notarial will in possession of a notary in a foreign state 1 

or country entitled to the custody thereof and duly authenticated by such notary 2 

(the laws of such state or country requiring that such will remain in the custody 3 

of such notary). 4 

(b)  After receiving a petition for ancillary administration, the probate 5 

division of the superior court Probate Division of the Superior Court shall 6 

schedule a hearing, and notice shall be given, as provided by the rules of 7 

probate procedure and require notice as provided by the Rules of Probate 8 

Procedure.  Objections to allowance of the will in Vermont shall be filed in 9 

writing no less than 14 business days prior to the hearing.  In the event that no 10 

objections are filed, the will shall be allowed without hearing.  11 

§ 115.  ORDER FOR FILING 12 

If the instrument is allowed in this state State as the last will and testament 13 

of the deceased, the copy shall be filed and recorded and the will shall have the 14 

same effect as if originally allowed in the same court.  15 

§ 116.  ADMINISTRATION UNDER; ESTATE, HOW DISPOSED OF 16 

When a will is thus allowed, the probate division of the superior court shall 17 

grant letters testamentary or letters of administration with the will annexed, 18 

and such letters shall extend to all the estate of the testator in this state.  After 19 

the payment of just debts and expenses of administration, such estate shall be 20 

disposed of according to such will so far as such will may operate upon it and 21 
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the residue shall be disposed of as is provided in case of estates in this state 1 

belonging to persons who are inhabitants of another state or country.  2 

[Repealed.] 3 

§ 117.  CONSTRUCTION BY SUPERIOR COURT AND SUPREME  4 

            COURT 5 

In cases where the terms of a will are doubtful or in dispute, a person 6 

interested in the estate, either as legatee, devisee or heir at law, may bring a 7 

complaint before the superior court to have the will construed.  The superior 8 

judge, or the supreme court on appeal, shall proceed to construe the will, and 9 

that decision shall be binding on parties who are served with process and all 10 

who appear in the cause, notwithstanding it appears that others may at some 11 

future time become interested under the will.  [Repealed.] 12 

§ 118.  REFERRAL TO SUPERIOR COURT 13 

The Probate Division of the Superior Court may, on its own motion or upon 14 

motion of an interested person, refer a matter directly to the Civil Division of 15 

the Superior Court for the purpose of conserving judicial resources.  The 16 

Probate Division shall consult with and obtain the consent of the Civil Division 17 

before making a transfer pursuant to this section. 18 
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Sec. 3.  14 V.S.A. chapter 42 is amended to read: 1 

CHAPTER 42.  DESCENT AND SURVIVORS’ RIGHTS 2 

Subchapter 1.  General Provisions 3 

§ 301.  INTESTATE ESTATE 4 

(a)  Any part of a decedent’s estate not effectively disposed of by will 5 

passes by intestate succession to the decedent’s heirs, except as modified by 6 

the decedent’s will. 7 

(b)  A decedent’s will may expressly exclude or limit the right of an 8 

individual or a class to inherit property.  If such an individual or member of 9 

such a class survives the decedent, the share of the decedent’s intestate estate 10 

which would have passed to that individual or member of such a class passes 11 

subject to any such limitation or exclusion set forth in the will. 12 

(c)  Nothing in this section shall preclude the surviving spouse of the 13 

decedent from making the election and receiving the benefits provided by 14 

section 319 of this title. 15 

§ 302.  DOWER AND CURTESY ABOLISHED 16 

The estates of dower and curtesy are abolished. 17 

§ 303.  AFTERBORN HEIRS 18 

For purposes of this chapter and chapter 1 of this title relating to wills, an 19 

individual in gestation at a particular time is treated as living at that time if the 20 

individual lives 120 hours or more after birth.  21 
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Subchapter 2.  Survivors’ Rights and Allowances 1 

§ 311.  SHARE OF SURVIVING SPOUSE 2 

After payment of the debts, funeral charges, allowances to the surviving 3 

spouse and children pursuant to sections 316 and 317 of this title and expenses 4 

of administration, the intestate share of the decedent’s surviving spouse is as 5 

follows: 6 

(1)  The surviving spouse shall receive the entire intestate estate if no 7 

descendant of the decedent survives the decedent or if all of the decedent’s 8 

surviving descendants are also descendants of the surviving spouse. 9 

(2)  In the event there shall survive the decedent one or more 10 

descendants of the decedent who are not descendants of the surviving spouse 11 

and are not excluded by the decedent’s will from inheriting from the decedent, 12 

the surviving spouse shall receive one-half of the intestate estate. 13 

§ 312.  SURVIVING SPOUSE TO RECEIVE HOUSEHOLD GOODS 14 

Upon motion, the surviving spouse of a decedent may receive out of the 15 

decedent’s estate all furnishings and furniture in the decedent’s household 16 

when the decedent leaves no descendants who object.  If any objection is made 17 

by any of the descendants, the probate division of the superior court Probate 18 

Division of the Superior Court shall decide what, if any, of such personalty 19 

shall pass under this section.  Goods and effects so assigned shall be in 20 

addition to the distributive share of the estate to which the surviving spouse is 21 

entitled under other provisions of law.  In making a determination pursuant to 22 
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this section, the probate division of the superior court Probate Division of the 1 

Superior Court may consider the length of the decedent’s marriage, or civil 2 

union, the sentimental and monetary value of the property, and the source of 3 

the decedent’s interest in the property. 4 

§ 313.  SURVIVING SPOUSE; VESSEL, SNOWMOBILE, OR  5 

            ALL-TERRAIN VEHICLE 6 

Whenever the estate of a decedent who dies intestate consists principally of 7 

a vessel, snowmobile, or all-terrain vehicle, the surviving spouse shall be 8 

deemed to be the owner of the vessel, snowmobile, or all-terrain vehicle, and 9 

title to the vessel, snowmobile, or all-terrain vehicle shall automatically pass to 10 

the surviving spouse.  The surviving spouse may register the vessel, 11 

snowmobile, or all-terrain vehicle pursuant to 23 V.S.A. § 3816.  12 

§ 314.  SHARE OF HEIRS OTHER THAN SURVIVING SPOUSE 13 

(a)  The balance of the intestate estate not passing to the decedent’s 14 

surviving spouse under section 311 of this title passes to the decedent’s 15 

descendants by right of representation. 16 

(b)  If there is no taker under subsection (a) of this section, the intestate 17 

estate passes in the following order: 18 

(1)  to the decedent’s parents equally if both survive or to the surviving 19 

parent; 20

(2)  to the decedent’s siblings and the descendants of any deceased 1 

siblings by right of representation; 2 

(3)  one-half of the intestate estate to the decedent’s paternal 3 

grandparents equally if they both survive or to the surviving paternal 4 

grandparent and one-half of the intestate estate to the decedent’s maternal 5 

grandparents equally if they both survive or to the surviving maternal 6 

grandparent and if decedent is survived by a grandparent, or grandparents on 7 

only one side, to that grandparent or those grandparents; 8 

(4)  in equal shares to the next of kin in equal degree. 9 

(c)  If property passes under this section by right of representation, the 10 

property shall be divided into as many equal shares as there are children or 11 

siblings of the decedent, as the case may be, who either survive the decedent or 12 

who predecease the decedent leaving surviving descendants.  13 

§ 315.  PARENT AND CHILD RELATIONSHIP 14 

For the purpose of intestate succession, an individual is the child of his or 15 

her parents, regardless of their marital status, but a parent shall not inherit from 16 

a child unless the parent has openly acknowledged the child and not refused to 17 

support the child.  The parent and child relationship may be established in 18 

parentage proceedings under 15 V.S.A. chapter 5, subchapter 3A of chapter 5 19 

of Title 15.

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the court shall determine the proper amount, with the assistance of a master at 1 

the court’s discretion. 2 

§ 1063.  ACCOUNTABLE FOR LOSSES BY NEGLECT 3 

When an executor or administrator neglects or unreasonably delays to raise 4 

money by collecting the debts or selling the real or personal estate of the 5 

deceased, or neglects to pay over the money he or she the fiduciary has in his 6 

or her hands, and the value of the estate is thereby lessened, or unnecessary 7 

cost or interest accrues, or the persons interested suffer loss, the same shall be 8 

deemed waste, and the damages sustained may be charged and allowed against 9 

him or her in his or her the fiduciary in the fiduciary’s account or he or she the 10 

fiduciary shall be liable therefor for the damages on his or her the fiduciary’s 11 

bond.

unfunded life insurance trust, although the trustor has reserved any or all rights 13 

of ownership of the insurance contracts) if the trust is identified in the 14 

testator’s will and its terms are set forth in a written instrument (other than a 15 

will) executed before or concurrently with the execution of the testator’s will 16 

or in the valid last will of a person who has predeceased the testator (regardless 17 

of the existence, size, or character of the corpus of the trust).  The devise or 18 

bequest shall not be invalid because the trust is amendable or revocable, or 19 

both, or because the trust was amended after the execution of the will or after 20 

the death of the testator.  Unless the testator’s will provides otherwise, the 21 
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property so devised or bequeathed:  (a) shall not be deemed to be held under a 1 

testamentary trust of the testator, but shall become a part of the trust to which it 2 

is given; and (b) shall be administered and disposed of in accordance with the 3 

provisions of the instrument or a will of a person other than the testator setting 4 

forth the terms of the trust, including any amendments thereto made before the 5 

death of the testator (regardless of whether made before or after the execution 6 

of the testator’s will) and, if the testator’s will so provides, including any 7 

amendments to the trust made after the death of the testator.
