Subject: Motor vehicles

Statement of purpose of bill as introduced: This bill proposes to:

(1) require the Commissioner of Motor Vehicles to suspend both the
license and the registration of a person who fails to promptly make good on a
bad check that the person tendered to the Department of Motor Vehicles, but
provide that the person will not be required to pay a fee in order to reinstate
the registration;

(2) authorize the Commissioner to issue a set of special registration
plates to the parent or guardian of a person with a permanent disability;

(3) eliminate requirements that a motor vehicle registrant return license
plates to the Commissioner when his or her registration is cancelled;

(4) update existing provisions granting certain fee and tax exemptions to
veterans who receive financial assistance from the U.S. Department of
Veterans Affairs to acquire a motor vehicle to reflect the current nature of the
financial assistance;

(5) make miscellaneous changes to the Total Abstinence Program for

reinstatement of a person’s driving privileges following a lifetime suspension
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for driving under the influence;

(6) require fuel tax payments to be transmitted to the Department of
Motor Vehicles by means of Automated Clearing House payments, except in
the case of persons required to submit diesel tax payments as users;

(7) add siblings to the class of persons to whom vehicles may be

transferred without triggering the motor vehicle purchase and use tax.
