AN ACT Relating to editorial standards for the publication of the
Revi sed Code of Washi ngton; and anendi ng RCW 1. 08. 015 and 1. 08. 017.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEGQ SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCW1.08.015 and 1961 ¢ 246 s 1 are each anended to read
as follows:

Subject to such general policies as may be pronmulgated by the
commttee and to the general supervision of the commttee, the reviser
shal | :

(1) Codify for consolidation into the Revised Code of WAashi ngton
all laws of a general and permanent nature heretofore or hereafter
enacted by the |l egislature, and assi gn permanent nunbers as provi ded by
law to all newtitles, chapters, and sections so added to the revised
code.

(2) Edit and revise such | aws for such consolidation, to the extent
deened necessary or desirable by the reviser and w thout changing the
meani ng of any such law, in the foll ow ng respects only:

(a) Make capitalization uniformwth that foll owed generally in the
revi sed code.
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(b) Make chapter or section division and subdivision designations
uniformw th that followed in the revised code.

(c) Substitute for the term "this act,"” where necessary, the term
"section," "part," "code," "chapter,"” or "title," or reference to
specific section or chapter nunbers, as the case may require.

(d) Substitute for reference to a section of an "act," the proper
code section nunber reference.

(e) Substitute for "as provided in the precedi ng section" and ot her
phrases of simlar inport, the proper code section nunber references.

(f) Substitute the proper cal endar date for "effective date of this
act," "date of passage of this act," and other phrases of simlar
i nport.

(g) Strike out figures where nerely a repetition of witten words,
and substitute, where deened advisable for uniformty, witten words
for figures.

(h) Rearrange any m splaced statutory material, incorporate any
omtted statutory material as well as correct manifest errors in
spelling, and manifest clerical or typographical errors, or errors by
way of additions or om ssions.

(i) Correct manifest errors in references, by chapter or section
nunber, to other | aws.

(j) Correct manifest errors or omssions in nunbering or
renunberi ng sections of the revised code.

(k) ((Brvide—tong—sections—tntoe—bwe —oFr —nbre—sectons——and) )
Rearrange the order of sections to conformto such | ogical arrangenent
of subject matter as nmay nost generally be followed in the revised
code, _and_ al phabetize_ definition_ sections, when to do so wll not
change the neaning or effect of such sections.

(1) Change the wording of section captions, if any, and provide
captions to new chapters and secti ons.

(m Strike provisions mani festly obsol ete.

(3) Create new code titles, chapters, and sections of the Revised
Code of Washington, or otherwse revise the title, chapter and
sectional organization of the code, all as may be required fromtine to
time, to effectuate the orderly and |I|ogical arrangenment of the
statutes. Such newtitles, chapters, and sections, and organizati onal
revisions, shall have the sanme force and effect as the ninety-one
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titles originally enacted and designated as the "Revised Code of
Washi ngton" pursuant to the code adoption acts codified in chapter 1.04
RCW

Sec. 2. RCW1.08.017 and 1955 ¢ 235 s 3 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) The reviser may omt fromthe code all titles to acts, enacting
and repealing clauses, pr eanbl es, decl arations of ener gency,
severability, and validity and construction sections unless, in a
particul ar instance, it may be necessary to retain such to preserve the
full intent of the |aw. The omssion of wvalidity or construction
sections is not intended to, nor shall it change, or be considered as
changing, the effect to be given thereto in construing |egislation of
whi ch such validity and construction sections were a part. Any section
so omtted, other than repealing, energency, severability, or validity
provisions, shall be referred to or set forth as an annotation to the
appl i cabl e sections of the act as codifi ed.

(2) The reviser nmay renpbve_annotations that have appeared in the
publ i shed Revi sed Code of WAshington for nore than ten years, unless in
a particular instance, it nmay be_necessary to retain such to preserve
the full intent of the [|aw Any annotations renoved under this
subsection shall be retained and_available in the_ electronic copy of
the Revi sed Code of WaAshington available on the code reviser web site.

(3) Section_ captions, part headings, subheadings, tables of
contents, and_indexes_ appearing_in_legislative bills shall not_ be
considered any part of the law, and the reviser nay omt such
provisions fromthe Revised Code of WAshi ngton and annotations unl ess,
in_a_ particular _instance, it nmay be necessary to_retain_such_ to
preserve the full intent of the | aw
