NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. A new section is added to chapter 34.05 RCW
to read as foll ows:

Wthin existing resources, each state agency shall nmaintain a web
site that contains the agency's rule-making i nformation. A direct |ink
to the agency's rule-making page nust be displayed on the agency's
honmepage. The rul e-making web site shall include the conplete text of
all proposed rules, energency rules, and pernmanent rules proposed or
adopted within the past twelve nonths, or include a direct link to the
i ndex page on the Washington State Register web site that contains
links to the conplete text of all proposed rul es, energency rules, and
permanent rul es proposed or adopted within the past twelve nonths by
that state agency. For proposed rules, the tinme, date, and place for
t he rul e-maki ng hearing and the procedures and tinelines for submtting
witten comments and supporting data nust be posted on the web site.
