(b) Be aresident of the state of Washi ngton; and

(c) Register as a process server with the auditor of the county in
whi ch the process server resides or operates his or her principal place
of busi ness.

(2) The requirenents ((te—+register)) under subsection (1)(b) and
(c) of this section ((dees)) do not apply to any of the follow ng
persons:

(a) A sheriff, deputy sheriff, marshal, constable, or governnent
enpl oyee who is acting in the course of enpl oynent;

(b) An attorney or the attorney's enployees, who are not serving
process on a fee basis;

(c) A person who is court appointed to serve the court's process;

{ery)) A person who does not receive a fee or wage for serving

process.
