health care provider with prescriptive authority:

(a) Diagnoses a patient with an eosinophilic gastrointestinal
associ at ed di sorder; and

(b) Orders and supervises the use of the elenental formula.

(a) Diagnoses a patient with an eosinophilic gastrointestinal
associ at ed di sorder; and

(b) Orders and supervises the use of the elenental formula.
