WHEREAS, Gina and Ron raised three children and together realized6
her gift and passion for nurturing children, which led to a long7
career in education and with the Legislature; and8

WHEREAS, She served as a Legislative Assistant in both the House9
and Senate, and cherished the years she worked near her father,10
Representative Bill Grant; and11

WHEREAS, She served as Page Supervisor twice, a position she12
referred to as her "dream job" in which she helped high school13
students from every corner of Washington state as they worked in the14
state capitol and learned about our system of democracy during the15
legislative session; and16

WHEREAS, She treasured her friendships, new and old, and was a17
strong leader with an intensely kind heart full of positive and18
gracious energy; and19

WHEREAS, Gina's hearty laugh touched everyone she met as she20
traveled through Ireland, London, and Paris in 2008, fulfilling a21
lifelong dream; and22
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WHEREAS, On October 12, 2016, in Walla Walla, Gina Grant Bull1
passed away unexpectedly at the age of 57; and2

WHEREAS, Gina is survived by her husband, Ron, three children and3
three young grandchildren: Lindsay Braun (Jeffrey), and4
grandchildren, Stella and Jasper; Molly Schotzko (Tim), and5
granddaughter Hudson Irene; and Grant Bull. Gina is also survived by6
her mother, Nancy Grant, and three siblings: Laura Grant (John Wong),7
Amy Hartford (Jerry), and Jonathan Grant (Fahima). She is also8
survived by a large and loving family of aunts, uncles, cousins,9
