Judy Clibborn"; and23
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WHEREAS, Speaker Chopp also said, "In her role as chair of the1
Transportation Committee, she has crafted budgets that created tens2
of thousands of public works jobs, improved our roads and highways,3
invested in transit, and kept our freight systems functioning"; and4

she did all this while working across the aisle in a bipartisan6
fashion. We in the Legislature will miss her expertise and7
leadership";8
