BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEGQ SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCWA47.39.020 and 2003 ¢ 55 s 1 are each anended to read
as follows:

(18) State route nunber 31, beginning at the junction wth state
route nunber 20 in Tiger, thence northerly to the Canadi an border;

(19) State route nunber 82, beginning at the junction wth state
route nunber 395 south of the Tri-Cities area, thence southerly to the
end of the route at the Oregon border;
