NEW SECTION.  Sec. 1.  A new section is added to chapter 11.54 7
RCW to read as follows:8

(1) The purposes of this chapter are:9
(a) To clarify the exemptions from attachment, execution, and 10

forced sale that apply after a decedent's death;11
(b) To establish a procedure for allocating the exempt property 12

among claimants; and13
(c) To establish a procedure by which the decedent's surviving 14

spouse, surviving registered domestic partner, or surviving dependent 15
children may request basic financial support during the pendency of 16
any proceedings under this title relating to the decedent's probate 17
or nonprobate assets.18

(2) This chapter applies to probate and nonprobate assets.19
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NEW SECTION.  Sec. 2.  A new section is added to chapter 11.54 1
RCW to read as follows:2

The definitions in this section apply throughout this chapter 3
unless the context clearly requires otherwise.4

(1) "Child" and "children," when used with reference to a 5
decedent, means all persons who have a parent-child relationship, as 6
defined in RCW 26.26A.100, as a child with the decedent, regardless 7
of a person's age.8

(2) "Claimant" means a person entitled to petition for an award 9
under this chapter. If multiple parties are entitled to petition for 10
an award, all of them are a "claimant."11

(3) "Dependent," when used with reference to a decedent's child, 12
means a person who received more than half of that person's support 13
from the decedent during the 12 months preceding the decedent's 14
death. For the purposes of this subsection, the term "support" does 15
not include any public or governmental support.16

(4) "Value," when used with reference to any property that may be 17
exempt from the claims of creditors under this chapter or under the 18
laws of another state and that is being purchased on contract or is 19
subject to any encumbrance, means the value of the property net of 20
the balance due on the contract and the amount of the encumbrance. 21
Any property exempted from creditor's claims under section 3 of this 22
act or awarded under RCW 11.54.010 will continue to be subject to any 23
such contract or encumbrance.24

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 3.  A new section is added to chapter 11.54 25
RCW to read as follows:26

(1) Any homestead or other property exempt from attachment, 27
execution, and forced sale under Title 6 RCW immediately before a 28
decedent's death remains exempt from attachment, execution, and 29
forced sale for the debts of the decedent and the debts of the 30
community composed of the decedent and the decedent's spouse or 31
registered domestic partner that arose before the decedent's death, 32
up to the amount specified in RCW 11.54.020(1), except as otherwise 33
provided in Title 6 RCW or in this chapter.34

(2) If the decedent resided or was domiciled in the state of 35
Washington when the decedent died, and either:36

(a) No homestead or other property was exempt from attachment, 37
execution, and forced sale under Title 6 RCW immediately before the 38
decedent's death; or39
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(b) The total value of the property exempted from the claims of 1
creditors under subsection (1) of this section or under the laws of 2
another state (together with the value of any separate property of 3
the decedent's surviving spouse or surviving registered domestic 4
partner that is exempt from attachment, execution, and forced sale 5
for the debts of the decedent's surviving spouse or surviving 6
registered domestic partner) is less than the amount specified in RCW 7
11.54.020(1)(b);8
then the court shall designate other property of the estate, either 9
community or separate, that, when added to the value of: (i) The 10
property exempted under subsection (1) of this section; (ii) the 11
property exempted from attachment, execution, and forced sale under 12
the laws of another state; and (iii) the separate property of the 13
decedent's surviving spouse or surviving registered domestic partner 14
that is exempt from attachment, execution, and forced sale for the 15
debts of the decedent's surviving spouse or surviving registered 16
domestic partner, has an aggregate value that does not exceed the 17
amount specified in RCW 11.54.020(1)(b). This additional designated 18
property, together with any additional award that a court may grant 19
for family support under RCW 11.54.040, shall also be exempt from 20
attachment, execution, and forced sale for the debts of the decedent 21
and the debts of the community composed of the decedent and the 22
decedent's spouse or registered domestic partner that arose before 23
the decedent's death, except as otherwise provided in this chapter.24

RCW 11.54.010 and 2008 c 6 s 916 are each amended to 25
read as follows:26

(1) ((Subject to RCW 11.54.030, the surviving spouse or surviving 27
domestic partner of a decedent may petition the court for an award 28
from the property of the decedent.)) Any one or more of a decedent's 29
surviving spouse, surviving registered domestic partner, and 30
dependent children may commence a judicial proceeding under chapter 31
11.96A RCW for an award from the decedent's separate property and 32
from the community property of the decedent and the decedent's spouse 33
or registered domestic partner that are exempt from attachment, 34
execution, and forced sale under section 3 of this act. The petition 35
must:36

(a) Set forth facts to establish that the claimant is entitled to 37
an award under this chapter;38
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(b) State the nature and value of those assets held by all 1

decedent's surviving dependent children as ((it)) the court deems 18
appropriate. ((If there is not a surviving spouse or surviving 19
domestic partner, the minor children of the decedent may petition for 20
an award.21

(2))) (4) The ((award)) awards under this chapter may be made 22
((from)) either from the community property of the decedent and the 23
decedent's spouse or registered domestic partner or from the separate 24
property of the decedent. ((Unless otherwise ordered by the court, 25
the probate and nonprobate assets of the decedent abate in accordance 26
with chapter 11.10 RCW in satisfaction of the award.27

(3))) (5) Any and all homestead or other property exempt from 28
attachment, execution, and forced sale under Title 6 RCW immediately 29
before the decedent's death shall be included in the basic award.30

(6) The basic award may be made whether or not ((probate)) any 31
proceedings have been commenced ((in the state of Washington. The 32
court may not make this award unless the petition for the award is 33
filed before the earliest of:34

(a) Eighteen months from the date of the decedent's death if 35
within twelve months of the decedent's death either:36

(i) A personal representative has been appointed; or37
(ii) A notice agent has filed a declaration and oath as required 38

in RCW 11.42.010(3)(a)(ii); or39
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(b) The termination of any probate proceeding for the decedent's 1
estate that has been commenced in the state of Washington; or2

intentions or principles of equity and fairness, the amount of the 8

(4)(a) ((A petition for)) The court may only grant an increased 6
award ((may only be made)) if a petition for ((an)) a basic award has 7
been granted under RCW 11.54.010.

(b) Subject to (a) of this subsection (4), a request for an 11
increased award may be made at any time during the pendency of ((the 12
probate)) any proceedings under this title relating to the decedent's 13
probate or nonprobate assets.
