AN ACT Relating to the surcharge to fund biotoxin testing and
nmoni tori ng; anmending RCW 77.32.555; providing an effective date; and
decl ari ng an energency.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEGQ SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCW77.32.555 and 2005 ¢ 416 s 1 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) In addition to the fees authorized in this chapter, the
departnment shall include a surcharge to fund biotoxin testing and
nmoni toring by the departnment of health of beaches used for recreational
shellfishing, and to fund nonitoring by the dynpic region harnful
al gal Dbl oom program of the O ynpic natural resources center at the
University of Washington. A surcharge of three dollars applies to
resi dent and nonresident shellfish and seaweed |icenses as authorized
by RCW 77.32.520(3) (a) and (b); a surcharge of two dollars applies to
resident and nonresident adult conbination |icenses as authorized by
RCW 77.32.470(2)(a); a surcharge of two dollars applies to annual
resident and nonresident razor clam |licenses as authorized by RCW
77.32.520(4); and a surcharge of one dollar applies to the three-day
razor clamlicense authorized by RCW 77.32.520(5). Anounts collected
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fromthese surcharges nust be deposited in the ((genreral—fund—tocal
account—ranaged—hy—the—departrent—of—healt-h—execept—that—one—hundred

remaining_in_the general fund--local account after the_ 2007-2009
bi ennium nust be transferred to the biotoxin account created in
subsection_(3) of this_section_and be credited to_ the_ appropriate
institution. The departnent of health and the University of Washi ngton

shall, by Decenber 1st of each year, provide a letter to the rel evant
| egi sl ative policy and fiscal commttees on the status of expenditures.
This letter shall include, but is not Ilimted to, the annual

appropriation anount, the anmount not expended, account fund bal ance,
and reasons for not spending the full annual appropriation.

(3) The biotoxin account is created in the state treasury to be
adm ni stered by the departnent of health. Al nobneys received under
subsection (1) of this section nust be deposited in the account and
used by the departnent of health and the University of Wshington as
required by subsection (1) of this section. O the npneys deposited
into the account, one hundred fifty thousand dollars per year nust be
made available to the University of WAshington to inplenent subsection
(1) of this section. Mneys in_the account may be spent only_ after
appropriation.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. This act is necessary for the immediate
preservation of the public peace, health, or safety, or support of the
state governnent and its existing public institutions, and takes effect
July 1, 20009.
