(B) A procedure that provides, administers,
prescribes or dispenses any of the following prescription drugs
that induce transient or permanent infertility:

() Puberty suppression or blocking
prescription drugs to stop or delay normal puberty;

(11) Supraphysiologic doses of testosterone
to females;

(111) Supraphysiologic doses of estrogen to
males.

(i1) Shall not include any procedures or treatments
that are performed for a person who is born with a medically
verifiable genetic disorder of sex development, including 46, XX
chromosomes with virilization, 46, XY  chromosomes with
undervirilization or both ovarian and testicular tissue.
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(c) For purposes of subsection (a) of this footnote,
"abortion:

(1) Shall include any instrument, medicine, drug or any
other substance, device or means administered with the intent to
terminate the clinically diagnosable pregnancy of a woman,
including the elimination of one (1) or more unborn babies iIn a
multifetal pregnancy, with knowledge that the termination by those
means will, with reasonable likelihood, cause the death of the
unborn baby;

(i1) Shall not include any of the following:

(A) A procedure to save the life or preserve the
health of the unborn baby;

(B) A procedure to remove a dead unborn baby caused
by spontaneous abortion or intrauterine fetal demise;

(C) Treatment of a woman for an ectopic pregnancy;
or

(D) Treatment of a woman for cancer or another
disease that requires medical treatment, which treatment may be
fatal or harmful to the unborn baby.
