(b) The amount to be received by each member of
the legislature for expenses shall be one hundred nine
dollars ($109.00) per day except as provided in this
subsection. For the period beginning January 1, 2023 and
ending June 30, 2024, if the most recent standard per
diem rate established by the United States general
services administration exceeds one hundred nine dollars
($109.00) per day, each member of the legislature shall
receive an additional amount necessary to match the
federal rate for expenses. The additional amount
authorized under this subsection for the specified
period shall not apply to the per diem rate for any
person who is not a legislator whose per diem rate is
