Section 1. W.S. 35-20-102(a) (xviii) i1s amended to

read:

35-20-102. Definitions.

(a) As used in this act:
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(xviii) "Vulnerable adult" means any person

eighteen (18) years of age or older who lacks the capacity

to consent or who 1is unable to maprage—and—take—~ecare—of

provide for his own care or protect himself er—his—moneys
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aebrareed e e from abuse, neglect, exploitation,

intimidation, abandonment or self neglect, and has any of

the following:

(A) Diminished physical or mental

disability due to the infirmities of aging, cognitive

impairment or limitations in hearing, vision, mobility or

the ability to carry out the activities of daily living;

(B) Mental, emotional, physical or

developmental disability or dysfunction;

(C) The effects of illness, injury or

accident;

(D) Residency in a long-term care facility,

nursing home or other similar care facility or institution.
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Section 2. This act is effective July 1, 2018.
